The 

weather was mostly sunny with blue skies, except at Lore Lindu were showers 

were frequent.

26 Aug 
Left Scandinavia midday… 

 

27 Aug 
… and via Singapore we arrived to Manado early afternoon. Transport to Tangkoko. Birding stop at Temboan en 

route with White-bellied and Silver-tipped Imperial Pigeon, Sulawesi Dwarf and Knobbed Hornbill and Sulawesi 

Crested and White-necked Myna. Short night walk with good views of Sulawesi Scops Owl. Night at Tangkoko. 

  

28 Aug 
Full day in Tangkoko – Dua Sudara Nature Reserve. Two hours 

break for lunch during the heat. We were accompanied by three 

rangers. Two of them walked ahead and besides us looking for 

target species meanwhile we birded along the trails. Short signals 

from them made us aware of their findings. All three of them 

were excellent in finding good birds, e.g. Ochre-bellied Hawk 

Owl, Sulawesi Dwarf Kingfisher, Red-bellied Pitta and Red-

backed Thrush. We also got good views of Spectral Tarsier. 

Nice! Ended the day with displaying Sulawesi Nightjar. Bonus for 

today was a brilliant Channel-billed Cuckoo.

29 Aug 
Morning to lunch in the nature reserve. Among the new species 

for us were White-faced Cuckoo Dove, Small Sulawesi Hanging 

Parrot and Purple-winged Roller. We also got some decent views 

of Philippine Scrubfowl. After lunch    

we went by boat to a tidal mangrove area. A cool sea breeze made 

the boat ride very comfortable. Also many good birds like Black-

billed Heron, Sulawesi Hawk Eagle, Pied Imperial Pigeon, 

Sulawesi Masked Owl and Black-billed Kingfisher. When back to 

the Tangkoko beach Eva missed the boat ramp and was totally 

soaked. Fortunately her bins and scope managed the wet test (and 

so did she!).

30 Aug 
Left Tangkoko early and birded at Temboan en route to Tondano. Birds at Temboan: Sulawesi Hawk Eagle, 

Grey-headed Imperial Pigeon and Golden-mantled Racquet-tail. Birds at Tondano: Buff-banded Rail, White-

browed Crake, Rufous Night-Heron, Sunda Teal and Spotted Harrier. During the day 10 Barred Rail en route. 

Flight from Manado to Makassar and continued to Palu. Some minutes before landing at Palu it was too foggy so 

we had to return to Makassar. We had to spend the night at the airport supported with packed food and drinks by 

the air company. Good service! 

 

31 Aug 
Reached Palu at 08:30 and went direct to hotel for breakfast and shower. Three hours transport to Wuasa. Birded 

at Wanga. Observations: Sulawesi Serpent Eagle, Rufous-winged Buzzard, Spotted Kestrel and Yellow-bellied 

White-eye. Heavy showers during the night.

1 Sep 
Birded Anoso track from early morning to lunch. The track was partially destroyed so we walked from bottom. 

Good birds were amongst many others Red-eared Fruit-Dove, Purple-bearded Bee-eater, Sulawesi Pygmy 



Woodpecker, Lesser Sulawesi Honeyeater, Yellow-flanked och Yellow-vented Whistler, Pygmy Cuckoo-shrike, 

Crimson-crowned Flowerpecker, Chestnut-backed Bush Warbler (5 birds singing), Sulawesi Leaf-Warbler, 

Malia, Blue-fronted and Sulawesi Blue Flycatcher and Fiery-browed Myna.  

After lunch birding at Jalan Dorman, a disturbed forest area with very wet ground condition. Best birds here 

were Grey-cheeked Green Pigeon, Ornate Lorikeet, Purple Needletail, Sulawesi Cicadabird, Sulawesi Triller 

and Piping Crow.

2 Sep 
Full day at Anoso track. Long search for Diabolic Nightjar, but in vain. Many birders and researchers were 

walking in the Nightjar area during our days in Lore Lindu NP. Birds today: Spot-tailed Goshawk, Black Eagle, 

Grey-headed Imperial Pigeon, Sombre Pigeon, Yellowish-breasted Racquet-tail, Greater Sulawesi Honeyeater, 

Maroon-backed Whistler and Great Shortwing (1 juvenile). 

 

3 Sep 
Lake Tambing in morning. Later we birded along the way close to Anoso track. After lunch heavy showers. Late 

afternoon until dark birded along the road close to Anoso track. Good birds today were Sulawesi Goshawk, Small 

Sparrowhawk, Sulawesi Hawk Eagle, Superb Fruit-Dove, Sulawesi Scops Owl, Cinnabar Hawk Owl, Lesser 

Sulawesi Honeyeater, Sulawesi Myzomela, Rusty-bellied Fantail, Sulawesi Drongo, Cerulean and Pygmy 

Cuckoo-shrike, Piping Crow, Crimson Sunbird, Streak-headed White-eye, Sulawesi Thrush, Grey-streaked 

Flycatcher (of the odd Sulawesi taxon) and Island Verditer Flycatcher. A Nightjar hunting along the road looked 

promising for Diabolic but it was too dark to identify the bird. 

 

4 Sep 
Half group went to Anoso track, other half birded at Jalan Dorman. The Anoso track group was very lucky and 

found the nightjar from yesterday night. It was a Diabolic Nightjar! The yellowish eyes were diagnostic and 

when the daylight came other features was seen as well. 

After this transport back to Palu. In late afternoon a shorter excursion to the suburbs of Palu. Observations from 

the afternoon: Barred Buttonquail, Gould´s Bronze Cuckoo, White-shouldered Triller and Pale-headed Munia 

(beautiful birds).   

 

5 Sep 
Flight via Makassar to Manado. Transport to Sinsingon. No serious birding today. 

 

6 Sep 
Left very early and spend full day Mt Ambang Nature Reserve. The birding today was finished with some 

owling. Lunch in the ranger’s home. Tasteful and excellent home cooking. Some good birds today was Spot-

tailed Goshawk, Sulawesi Masked Owl (calling), Cinnabar Hawk Owl (6 birds calling, some seen), Great Eared-

Nightjar, Scaly Kingfisher, Purple-bearded Bee-eater, Sulawesi Pygmy Woodpecker, Sulawesi Leaf-Warbler, 

Streak-headed White-eye, Matinan Flycatcher and Finch-billed Myna.

7 Sep 
Full day in Dumoga Bone NP. Good birds were Maleo, Spot-tailed Goshawk, Vinous-breasted Sparrowhawk, 

Black Eagle, Sulawesi Hawk Eagle, White-faced Cuckoo-Dove, Grey-cheeked Green Pigeon, Large and Small 

Sulawesi Hanging Parrot, Purple Needletail, Lilac-cheeked Kingfisher, Red-bellied Pitta, White-shouldered 

Triller and White-necked and Fiery-browed Myna. 

 

8 Sep 
Early transport to Manado and flight to Ternate. Speedboat to Sidangoli and a short birding excursion en route to 

Kali Batu Putih (KBP). Observations today: Sunda Teal (en route to Manado), Great Crested Tern and 

Mustached Treeswift. 

 

9 Sep 
Full day birding at KBP with a break for lunch. Observations: Dusky Scrubfowl, Osprey, Variable Goshawk, 

Gurney´s Eagle, Superb, Grey-headed and Black-capped Fruit-Dove, White Cockatoo, Eclectus and Red-

cheeked Parrot, Chattering Lory, Moluccan Scops Owl, Moluccan Owlet-Nightjar (5 birds!), Blue-and-white 

Kingfisher, Rainbow Bee-eater, Blyth´s Hornbill (50 birds!), Ivory-breasted Pitta (12 birds!), Common Golden 

Whistler, Standardwing Bird of Paradise (3 birds), Cream-throated White-eye and Metallic Starling. A splendid 

day, indeed! 

 

10 Sep 
Early morning at Dum-Dum Area. Afternoon at KBP. Observations: Pied Imperial Pigeon (100+), Great-billed 

Parrot, Violet-necked Lory, Red-flanked Lorikeet, Moluccan Hanging Parrot, Brush Cuckoo, Goliath Coucal, 

Sacred Kingfisher, White-streaked Friarbird, Drab Whistler, Spectacled Monarch, Willie Wagtail, Spangled 

Drongo, White-bellied Cuckoo-shrike, Common Cicadabird, Rufous-bellied Triller, Paradise Crow (11 birds) 

and Slaty and Shining Flycatcher.

11 Sep 
KBP in early morning. Fayaui until lunch. In early afternoon a shorter boat rides into mangrove and late 

afternoon KBP. Birds today: Dusky Scrubfowl, Rufous-tailed Bush-Hen, Pacific Baza, Variable Goshawk, 

Spotted Kestrel, Grey-headed Fruit-Dove, Cinnamon-bellied and Spectacled Imperial Pigeon, Great-billed and 

Eclectus Parrot, Chattering Lory, Moluccan Scops Owl, Moluccan Hawk Owl, Moluccan Owlet-Nightjar, 

Moustached Treeswift, Beach Kingfisher, Common Dollarbird, Ivory-breasted Pitta, Long-billed Crow, Paradise 

Crow, Black Sunbird, Golden Bulbul and Moluccan Starling. 

 

12 Sep 
Spend two and a half hours birding N of Sidangoli. Speedboat to Ternate and flight to Manado. Some birds today 

were Variable Goshawk, Brown Cuckoo-Dove, Emerald Dove, Superb and Blue-capped Fruit-Dove, Goliath 

Coucal, Common Paradise-Kingfisher (5 birds and the twelfth kingfisher species), Spectacled Monarch, 

Spangled Drongo, Rufous-bellied Triller and Golden Bulbul.  

 

13 Sep 
Two and a half hours morning birding at Kota Tomohon west of Manado. At lunch time departure to Europe. 

Some observations from the morning: Barred and Buff-banded Rail, Isabelline Bush-Hen, Sulawesi Serpent 

Eagle, Brown Cuckoo-Dove, Emerald Dove, Yellow-billed Malkoha, Moluccan Swiftlet, Sulawesi Myzomela, 

Yellow-flanked Whistler, Yellow-sided and Crimson-crowned Flowerpecker, Sulawesi Leaf-Warbler, Sulawesi 

Babbler, Mountain and Black-fronted White-eye, Shining Flycatcher, Island Verditer Flycatcher, Sulawesi Blue 

Flycatcher and Citrine Canary Flycatcher.   

 

14 Sep
