DAGBOK

Fr-16 16-17/1 Arlanda — Addis - Doula

Efter en lang flygresa med Ethiopian Airlines med mellanlandning i Rom och byte av plan i
Addis Abeba kom vi till ett angande varmt Douala mitt pa dagen den 17 januari. Har méttes vi
av Dr Marc Nkwenti, chef for Camtours, det foretag vi anlitat for att arrangera var resa i
Kamerun. Efter en lang véntan pa bagaget (men allt var med!) och ett gatlopp mellan ett storre
antal hugade, synnerligen patringande birare lyckades vi sa smaningom ta oss ut fran den
sunkiga flygterminalen. Efter inchecking pa Hotel Vallé des Princes korde doktorn med
medhjilpare ned oss till ett strandomrade néra stadens hamn dér vi tillbringade nagra givande
eftermiddagstimmar. Omradet hyste en del bostadskjul, men strandkanten dominerades av
mangrove med utanforliggande gyttjebankar som nu var frilagda p. g. a. ebb. Innanfor var det
blandad busk- och kulturmark. Fagellivet var forvanansviért rikt och gav en god introduktion till
vad som senare komma skulle. Pa gyttjebankarna fanns det bl.a. Hamerkop och fem arter hagrar,
bl.a. nagra Western Reef Herons av vit fas. Langt ute over vattnet flog ett storre antal stora tdrnor
som maste ha varit Royal Terns. Och pa landbacken fanns gott om Red-eyed och Blue Spotted
Wood-Doves, en Diedric Cuckoo, tre Woodland Kingfishers, tva Little Bee-Eaters, fyra arter
svalor, ett par White-cheeked Prinias, ca tio Common Wattle-Eyes samt inte firre dn fem arter
sunbirds — Carmelite, Green-headed, Reichenbach’s, Mangrove och Olive-bellied. De manga
nya intrycken och hettan 1 forening gjorde att vi var ridtt mora nér vi i skymningen avslutade
skadandet och for tillbaka till hotellet, dir vi mottes av en god buffémiddag samt de forsta av de
manga 6len som skulle komma att avnjutas pa resan...

S6 18/1 Douala — Maroua - Waza

Eftersom planet till Maroua i norr inte skulle avga forrdn efter lunch gjorde vi pa morgonen en
ny tur ned till samma omrade som vi besokt dagen innan. Och som alltid i Afrika sa fanns hir en
rad nya faglar att se. Roligast var kanske en African Crake som gick nistan helt 6ppet i en gles
majsodling (?). Nya resarter var ocksa tre Blue-headed Coucals, fyra Malachite och en Blue-
breasted Kingfisher, summa 12 overflygande Grey Parrots (som jag missade i Entebbe, Uganda
ar 1968...), Yellow Wagtails, tva Velvet-mantled Drongos, en African och en Rufous-vented
Paradise Flycatcher samt ett par Black-necked Weavers.

Vi at lunch pa en restaurang pa flygplatsen — vi var de enda gésterna hir och det var vi f.6.
néstan pa sjilva flygplatsen ocksa. Make till 6de plats har séllan skadats. Endast fyra plan fanns
pa plattan och efter en god stund med manga fragor utan svar insag vi att det flyg vi skulle ta
stod det "Trans Air Congo” pa — det var alltsa ett inhyrt plan. Det dir med Congo lét inte alls
fortroendeingivande, men planet bade startade och landade bra och tillika néstan i tid. Tyvirr
mellanlandade vi dock i Yaoundé sa vi kom betydligt senare dn vi hade hoppats pa till Maroua.
Medan vi vintade pa bagaget tittade vi pa Heuglin s Wheatear, Red-Pate Cisticola, Grey-backed
Fiscal, Chestnut-bellied Starling, Green-winged Pytilia samt en Booted Eagle pa och kring
flygplatsen. Nar bagaget lyckligen inhostats mottes vi av guiden Victor samt tva bilar med varsin
forare. Fordonen var en fyrhjulsdriven jeep samt en minibuss, bada ritt slitna, men de fungerade
alldeles utmirkt hela tiden, trots de bitvis ganska daliga vdgarna. Den glade, trevlige och ganska
hogljudde Victor var inte ornitolog, men han kunde alla stake-outs efter att ha varit med pa bl.a.
ett antal Birdquestresor och var dirmed 4nda till stor nytta.

Det forsta stake-outet var ett berg dér vi ganska omgaende spelade fram tva Stone Partridges.
Hir sag vi ocksa en Bruce’s Green Pigeon, tva Familiar Chats samt tva Cinnamon-breasted



Rock Buntings. Ovriga faglar lings vigen var bl.a. tre White-backed Vultures, fem Dark
Chanting Goshawks, en Long-legged Buzzard (séllsynt i Kamerun) samt var forsta Abyssinian
Roller. Nir det blev morkt sag passagerarna i minibussen, som akte forst, en 6verflygande
Greyish Eagle Owl och en dito Plain Nightjar samt nagra sma nitta Pale Foxes. Vart hotell,
Campement du Waza, lag mycket fint, skulle det visa sig nédsta morgon, uppe pa en klippa, men
lodgen var uppenbarligen fran borjan av 1960-talet dd man antagligen gjorde en satsning pa en
turism som aldrig riktigt uppstod — de stora Ostafrikanska parkerna innebar nog en 6verméktig
konkurrens. Foljaktligen hade stéllet knappast underhallits och var nu ritt slitet. Inte heller maten
var nagon hojdare, om dn fullt dtbar utan komplikationer for magens del. Och 6let var kallt och
gott. Har sag vi i alla fall nagra av de hogst tjugotal vita ménniskorna under hela var resa i
Kamerun.

Pa kvillen underholls vi av flera tornugglor som huserade runt vara bungalows.

Ma 19/1 Parc National Waza

En lang formiddagstur och en kortare kvillstur 4gnades Parc National de Waza, enligt uppgift
det kanske fagelrikaste omradet i Sahelbéltet och dartill en av Vistafrikas fa riktigt bra
nationalparker vad storre ddggdjur betréffar. Och vi blev inte besvikna. Sa noterade vi
exempelvis inte farre dn 22 arter rovfaglar — bl.a. ca 15 ex av mangas dromart, African Swallow-
tailed Kite. Vidare tre Short-toed/Beaudoin’s Snake Eagles, fem Brown Snake Eagles, fem
Bateleurs, en Lesser Spotted Eagle, ca fem Tawny Eagles, ca fem Long-crested Hawk-Eagles, 2-
3 Martial Eagles, en Lanner och 10-15 Grasshopper Buzzards. Eftersom det finns storvilt i
omradet finns det ocksa gamar — vi sag en Egypian, tva Hooded, fyra Lappet-faced, tva Riippell s
och ca. tio White-backed Vultures. Aven storklistan var mycket imponerande med ca. 20
Marabou, tva Saddle-billed, tva Woolly-necked, nio Yellow-billed samt fyra European Spoonbills
— de senare f.6. de enda pa resan. Sex arter hédgrar syntes, bl.a. minst 200 Black-necked Herons.
Andra arter som forekom i stora méngder var Helmeted Guineafowl, Clapperton’s Francolin,
Black Crowned- Crane (6ver 200 ex!), Abyssinian Roller, African Grey och Western Northern
Red-billed Hornbill samt Red-billed Queleas, Cut-throats, African Silverbills och Red-cheeked
Cordon-bleaus i flockar vid vattenhalen. Annat trevligt var en Ostrich, sju arter duvor, en Rose-
ringed Parakeet, ca tio Red-billed Wood-Hoopoes, tva Little Green Bee-eaters, tva Viellot's
Barbets samt tva River Prinias, de senaste nistan endemiska.

Tyvirr sag vi inget av de ca 40 lejon och 900 elefanter som skall finnas i parken utan fick av
ddggdjur néja oss med totalt ca 50 Patas Monkeys, minst 30 Roan och tre Kob Antelopes, tva
Bohor Redbucks, en Thomson’s Gazelle, ca 100 Topis och 20 Giraffes. Bland mindre ddaggdjur
mirktes ca fem Striped Ground Squirrels och en familjegrupp om 12-15 Banded Mongoose.

Pa eftermiddagen gick firden till ett stake-out for Yellow-crowned Gonolek nagra mil soder
om Waza. De mycket vackra faglarna hittades relativt litt och pa kopet sags i samma omrade
dven tva Fine-spotted Woodpeckers.

En kvillstur i Waza gav bl.a. en White-bellied Korhaan samt nagra fina observationer av en
grupp giraffer med vidhidngande ca. 20 Yellow-billed Oxpeckers.

Ti 20/ 1 Waza — Mora -Waza

Tidig uppstigning (som vanligt skulle det visa sig), denna gang for att ge oss av soderut till de
stippartade markerna norr om Mora (men sdder om Mangsbodarna...) for att leta Quail Plover.
Och nu var det aterigen tur att Victor var med — faglarna fanns tydligen inte alls lite hér och var i
landskapet utan vi fick vandra nagra kilometer till ett omrade med halvhoga gristussar dar vi
startade med skallgang. Nu dréjde det dock inte sa ldnge forrdn en sparvstor fagel med stora vita
fjarilsvingar fladdrade ivig lagt 6ver marken for att landa ett tjugotal meter ldngre bort. Jubel



utbrét... Sa smaningom sag vi minst tva individer och kunde studera och — i forekommande fall —
fotografera en fagel pa nira hall pa marken. Efter detta kunde vi spinna av och strova runt i
markerna for att titta pa allt 6vrigt som fanns hér. Four-banded Sandgrouse, White-headed
Barbet, Singing Bush-lark, Crested Lark, Rufous Bush-Chat, Black Scrub Robin, Desert
Cisticola, Southern Grey Shrike, Black-crowned Tschagra, Chestnut-crowned Sparrow-Weaver
och Speckled-fronted Weaver kunde adderas till reslistan. Ca. 20 African Swallow-tailed Kites
och tva White-bellied Korhaans blev favoriter i repris. Pa tillbakavigen stannade vi vid ett
inselberg och sag Red-necked Falcon, Lanner, Rock-loving Cisticola samt Orange-cheeked och
Black-rumped Waxbill. Lings viagen ndrmare Waza syntes ett trettiotal utomordenligt vackra
Carmine Bee-eaters samt nagra bisarrt langstjartade Sahel Paradise-Whydahs.

I den fyrtiogradiga hettan mitt pa dagen spanade vi fran lodgen kring lunchtid. Ute pa stdppen
i vister gick 200 + Black Crowned Cranes och i luften passerade tva Wahlberg s Eagles och en
Lanner. Pa nira hall underhdll bl.a. Pygmy Sunbird och Bush Petronia.

Pa eftermiddagen besoktes omradena med omvéxlande skog och 6ppen mark nira infarten till
nationalparken. Har syntes forst och framst tva Fox Kestrels — en viktig malart — vid den hoga
klippan invid infarten samt minst tre par Northern Anteater Chats i ett 6ppet omrade.

En eftermiddags- och kvillstur till nagra omraden med smirre dammar i soder blev ocksa
mycket givande med tre Open-billed, tva Woolly-necked, en Abdim’s och en Yellow-billed Stork
samt en Black-crowned Night-Heron, ca tio Spur-winged Geese, fyra Four-banded Sandgrouses,
tre Painted Snipes samt fem Sennar Pendulin-Tits. En surrande Long-tailed Nightjar hordes,
mycket lik var nattskirra.

On 21/1 Waza - Benoué

Dagen upptogs i huvudsak av en ca 55 mil lang landsviagsfiard mellan Waza och Benoué
nationalparker, men vi hann i alla fall med nagra skadarstopp. Vi borjade med en timmes letande
efter Cricket Warbler i den tillsynes ldmpliga terrdngen nédra vigen mittemot Quail Plover-stillet.
Vi sag dock tyvirr inga — antingen hade vi tagit fel pa biotopen eller ocksa var faglarna inte pa
plats i omradet. Nista stopp, vid en stor klippa, blev dock lyckosammare med minst fem White-
crowned Cliff-Chats, tva Lavender Waxbills samt fem Pale Crag Martins.

Det var ganska héndelsefattigt 1dngs var resvdg, men en av resans mycket fa Rufous-crowned
Rollers skymtade. Vid Riviere Benoué utanfor staden Garoua sag vi var forsta Egyptian Plover,
en mycket efterldngtad art for de flesta. Hir fanns dven bl.a.tva Senegal Thick-knees samt tre
Pied Kingfishers och en sjungande Winding Cisticola.

Vi kom fram till infarten till nationalparken det borjade skymma och sag hér ett antal Western
Grey Plantain-eaters och en bit in i parken dessutom fem Stone Partridges langs vigen.

Det tog nédstan en timme att pa en synnerligen diminutiv vig och i totalt morker kora till
Camp de Bufflé Noir. Vid var ankomst var stillet helt morkt, men snart tindes nagra svaga
lyktor och tillskyndande personal hjdlpte oss med véskorna till vara bungalows. Liksom i Waza
hade de sett bittre tider — de hade bl.a. stora kaklade badrum, men dessvérre inget rinnande
vatten sa personalen hade stillt in nagra stora hinkar istdllet... Elen fungerade bara ndgon timme,
men maten var faktiskt riktigt bra.

En African Scops Owl spelade taktfast fran skogen.

To 22/1 Parc National Benoué

Vi inledde med en morgonvandring fran lodgen ner mot Riviere Benoué. Det skulle visa sig bli
en av resans biésta turer med mycket gott om fin fagel. I skogen dr6jde det inte ldnge forédn vi
hittat fyra av malarterna, Violet Turaco, Adamawa Turtle-Dove, Spotted Creeper och Black-
headed Gonolek och hir fanns ocksa Bearded Barbet, Grey och Brown-backed Woodpecker,



White-shouldered Black Tit, Northern Black, Pied och African Blue Flycatcher, Northern Puff-
back Shrike, Tropical Boubou, Sulphur-breasted Bush-Shrike, White Helmet-Shrike, Forest
White-eye, Heuglin s Masked Weaver samt Scarlet-chested, Western Violet-backed, Collared och
Beautiful Sunbird.

Nere vid floden fick vi superba obsar pa Egyptian Plover, Senegal Thick-knee, White-crested
Turaco, Giant Kingfisher och Saddle-billed Stork och hir fanns ocksa Hadeda Ibis, Three-
banded Plover, Broad-billed Roller samt en sjungande Dorst’s Cisticola, en relativt nyligen
upptéackt endem.

Tillbaka vid lodgen tittade vi pa atskilliga Red-throated Bee-eaters, tva Fine-spotted
Woodpeckers, tva par Familiar Chats samt nagra West African Seed-eaters. Tva White-backed
Vultures och en African Fish-Eagle flog 6ver.

Pa eftermiddagen for vi nagra kilometer bort till en lokal for White-throated Francolin som vi
ocksa sa smaningom fick se mycket fint. Efter detta fortsatte vi till Hippo Pool vid floden. Den
tita Guineasavannen var inte sérskilt ldttskadad, men vi sag en hel del ddggdjur i alla fall denna
och paféljande dag — 5-6 Abyssinian Black-and-white Colubus, ett 30-tal Olive Baboons, sex
Green Monkeys, ca 15 Bushbucks, sex Bush Duikers, atta Red-flanked Duikers, sex Oribis,
uppemot 100 Kob Antelopes, fem Waterbucks samt en Topi. Vid Hippo Pool fanns det verkligen
gott om Hippos — minst 22 ex, varav nagra riktigt stora exemplar. Minst tre Nile Crocodiles sags
hér ocksa och av faglar bl.a. ytterligare tre Egyptian Plovers, nagra par White-headed Lapwings,
tre Afican Pied Wagtails samt en Grey-headed Oliveback.

Sent pa eftermiddagen tog manga ett synnerligen uppfriskande dopp i floden nedanfor lodgen
— den rann hir fram mellan hoga klippor, men bottnen bestod av sand.

Fr 23/1 Benoué — Ngaoundéré — Ranch de Ngaoundaba

Vi beslot att pa morgonen sakta skada ldngs vigen ut ur Benoué och det blev ocksa en mycket
givande etapp. Det kanske allra roligaste var tva fantastiskt vackra Blue-bellied Rollers. 1 vrigt
hittade vi Western Banded Snake-Eagle, Ovampo Sparrow-Hawk, Shikra, Lizard Buzzard,
Striped Kingfisher, Grey-rumped Swallow, Tree Pipit, African Golden Oriole, White-crowned
Robin-Chat, Heuglin’s Wheatear, African Moustached Grass Warbler, Yellow-bellied Hyliota,
Pale Flycatcher, Bar-breasted Firefinch och Cabani’s Bunting.

Vid parkentrén sag nagra en Splenid Glossy Starling och lings vigen vidare soderut bl.a.
totalt ca 25 Piapiacs.

Vi gjorde ett stopp vid Dang Lake som brukar vara givande enligt manga rapporter— det &r ju
f.0. oerhort ont om sjoar och vatmarker i norra Kamerun. Yellow-billed Duck har en markligt
isolerad forekomst hir — den finns annars narmast i Etiopien och Angola! — och vi sag ocksa 10-
15 ex. av denna, i och for sig mattligt upphetsande anka. I sjon fanns ocksa ca tio Little Grebes,
20 Long-tailed Cormorants, tre Purple Herons, 15 White-faced Whistling-Ducks, en Knob-billed
Duck, fem Garganeys, en Purple Swamphen, ca 30 African Jacanas, tva Whinchats och ett tiotal
Marsh Widows.

Vi at lunch i staden Ngaounderé och anlédnde ritt sent pa eftermiddagen till Ngaoundaba
Ranch dir vi skulle tillbringa tva néitter. Ranchen &r tydligen en gammal jaktlodge och om detta
skvallrade en massa aldrande troféer i matsalen dér det .6 serverades mycket god mat, bl.a.
helstekt killing en av kvillarna.

Den sena tiden pa dagen gav inte sa mycket tid for skadande och vi koncenterade oss dérfor
pa en kortare vandring till kratersjon nedanfor lodgen. Eftermiddagsaktiviteten var timligen hog
och vi noterade bl.a. som resnya Ross s Turaco, Double-toothed Barbet, Black-capped Babbler,
Baglafecht s Weaver samt Dybowski’s och Brown Twinspot. De tva senare arterna sags dock
endast av en person vardera. Instriacket av vita higrar, Sacred Ibis samt Lesser Blue-eared
Starlings tor Overnattning i trdden runt sjon var synnerligen imponerande.



L6 24/1 Ranch de Ngaoundaba

En heldag pa Ngaoundaba Ranch med manga fina arter. Redan tidigt pa morgonen uppticktes
nagra White-collared Starlings bland alla Lesser Blue-eared Starlings som strickte ut fran sina
Overnattningsplatser vid sjon. Vid ranchen sags dven bl.a. Red-headed Lovebirds, Northern
Double-collared Sunbirds samt en Rufous-breasted Wryneck. Efter frukost borjade vi med att ga
ner och titta efter de Brown Twinspots som setts igar i ett tétt snar ett stycke nedanfor ranchen.
De mycket ldckra faglarna var som tur var kvar vilket tyvérr inte gillde deras sldkting
Dybowskis Twinspot som setts lite ldngre bort ldngs stranden foregaende dag.

Léangre fram pa morgonen foljde vi vigen mot nordost fran lodgen och vek sedan in i
terrdngen at vinster (norr?) mot en ravin med galleriskog. I sjdlva skogen jobbade vi hart och
belonades efter hand med arter som Bamenda Apalis (heter sa for att den inte finns i Bamenda
Hills...), Grey-winged Robin-Chat, Oriole Warbler samt — finast av allt — till slut mycket bra
observationer av minst tva hannar av White-spotted Flufftail. | omgivningarna syntes ocksa
African Green Pigeon, Amethyst Starling, Red-headed Weaver, Exclamatory Paradise Whydah
samt en del rovfaglar — en Great Sparrow-Hawk, tva Honey Buzzards, tva Red-necked Buzzards
samt en Wahlberg’s Eagle.

En eftermiddagsutflykt med bilarna lings vigen mot en vatmark blev ritt misslyckad
eftersom vatmarken var tamligen torr. Pa tillbakavigen noterades en Woodchat Shrike.

Kvillsturer 1 mindre grupper nere vid sjon gav bl.a. Red-necked Falcon, African Hobby, Blue-
breasted Kingfisher, ytterligare White-collared Starlings samt en Red-tailed Leaf-love. Det
mirkliga bastubelitet fran en Abyssinian Ground Hornbill hordes pa avstand.

S6 25/1 Ranch de Ngaoundaba - Garoua

Vi borjade morgonen med att exkurera i omradet med omvéxlande Sppna marker och galleriskog
oster om lodgen. Yellowbill, Pygmy Kingfisher, Willcox's Honeyguide, Red-shouldered Cucko-
Shrike samt Yellow-throated Leaflove noterades. Direfter forflyttade vi oss ned till sjokanten
vister om lodgen. Med forenade krafter hittades hir Thick-billed Honeyguide, Capuchin
Babbler, Oriole Warbler samt Grey-headed Bush-Shrike.

Pa eftermiddagen begav vi oss ater mot norr, mot staden Garoua. Vid en bro sags fyra African
Wattled Lapwings och vid ett mycket kort stopp invid Dang Lake en European Turtle Dove samt
en overflygande Yellow-throated Longclaw.

I en liten by tittade vi i skymningen pa ett trdd fullt med Gambian Epualetted Fruit-bats.

Ma 26/1 Garoua - Douala
Vi hann med en kort morgonutflykt till Riviere Benoué innan vi tog planet tillbaka till Douala.
Den gav bl.a. tre Egyptian Plovers, fem Senegal Thick-knees, flera Grassland Pipits, en Red-
throated Pipit, en Zitting Cisticola, ca. 20 African Quailfinches, tva Village Indigobirds samt
fem White-rumped Seed-eaters — den sistnamnda arten hade vi mérkligt nog missat uppe vid
Waza, dir den skualle vara vanlig. Roligast var de sma vaktelfinkarna som lekte kurragomma i
ett odlingsland.

I Douala tog vi in pa samma hotell, Vallé des Princes som vi nyttjat den forsta natten.

Ti 27/1 Douala — Kumba - Mundemba
Nu var det dags att dra ut pa resans andra etapp — till laglandet och bergen i sydvist. Vi gjorde ett
forsta stopp bara ndgon halvtimme fran Douala — vid ett vattendrag som pastods hysa Peter’s



Finfoot. Det stimde — efter en stunds spanande hade Seppo upptickt ett exemplar av arten som
simmade tvirs 6ver en mindre vattenyta. Tyvérr fick dock bara halva gruppen se fageln.

Det var en hyfsad vig dnda fram till staden Kumba dir vi intog lunch pa ett hotell. Darefter
vidtog dock en lervig (gudskelov dock torr...) med enorma gropar och spar. Den tio mil langa
aterstaende vigen till byn Mundemba tog dérfor ca fyra timmar! Vi gjorde nagra kortare
skadarstopp som bl.a. gav Peregrine Falcon, White-headed Lapwing, African Green Pigeon (ca
50 ex. i en flock), Grey Parrot, ett par Emerald Cuckoos, resans forsta White-throated Bee-
eaters, African Pied och Piping Hornbill, Naked-faced Barbet, Chattering Cisticola, African
Shrike-Flycatcher samt Grey-headed Nigrita.

Vi tog in pa ett hotell i Mundemba som hette Hotel Bosema.

On 28/1 Mundemba — Korup National Park: Rengo Rock Camp

Nu borjade ett av resans storre dventyr. Tidigt pa morgonen kordes vi fram till hingbron 6ver
Korup River och hir skadade vi en stund och ”hiangde” bl.a. in malarten Rock Pratincole, ca sju
ex. Direfter korsade vi floden pa den ca hundra meter langa bron — ett foretag som en del tyckte
kéandes lite otrevligt. Alla kom i alla fall 6ver pa den andra sidan och vi begav oss sedan direkt in
i regnskogen i Korup National Park pa en smal stig med riktning mot Rengo Rock Camp, ca. atta
kilometer bort. Korup NP ir i sig sjdlv ca 1200 kvkm, men det skyddade omradet ar betydligt
storre genom anslutande reservat i bade Kamerun och Nigeria. Regnskogen anses vara Afrikas
dldsta med sina 60 miljoner ar.

I tdten for var kolonn gick var guide Prince Nwese Cletus som visade sig helt fenomenal pa
att upptiacka och bestimma faglar med blotta 6gonen — han hade inte ens nagon kikare med sig!
Manga ganger sag vi inte eller sag med bara yttersta svarighet de faglar han hittade — regnskogen
var den mest svarskadade jag hittills upplevt med tit vegetation och mycket fa glantor. Nagra
minnesvérda arter syntes dock bra — en fantastisk vacker hanne av Bare-cheeked Trogon, en
Black-headed Bee-eater, en ad. + en pull African Piculet, en Shining Drongo, en Western
Nicator, en Sooty Flycatcer, en Red-vented Malimbe samt tva Red-headed Antpeckers. Inte fullt
lika minnesvérda var Fraser’s Flycatcher- Thrush, Western Forest Robin, Green Hylia, Yellow
Longbill, White-browed Forest Flycatcher, Blue-headed Crested Flycatcher och Fraser’s
Sunbird som vi antingen sag daligt eller som var tdmligen okarismatiska. Samma géllde de sju
arter Greenbuls som noterades.

De vanliga hornskatorna, Pied och Piping sags da och da flyga dver 16vtaket, men jéttarna
Black-casqued och Yellow-casqued samt dviargen Red-billed Dwarf Hornbill 1yckades vi bara fa
hora, dven om de ofta satt mycket nira. Listan pa enbart horda faglar blev f.6 mycket lang —
Great Blue, Yellow-billed och Green Turaco, Chocolate-backed Kingfisher, Red-rumped
Tinkerbird, Yellow-spotted Barbet, Blue Cuckoo-Shike, Western Black-headed Oriole, Red-tailed
och White-tailed Ant-Thrush samt Fire-crested Alethe.

Under var vig genom skogen passerades vi flera ganger av bérare som var pa vig till Rengo
Rock Camp med mat och madrasser for var rikning. Sa smaningom nadde vi sjidlva fram till
denna camp och kunde konstatera att den var ytterligt primitiv. En liten uthuggning 1 skogen med
fyra skjul — tva for oss, ett for kockarna och guiden samt ett som fungerade som kok. Vara
sovhyddor var forsedda med nét mot myggen pa sidorna, men de rymde bara totalt atta personer
sa tva fick bo i varsitt télt, och den ena sovhyddan hade f 6 blivit halvt demolerad av ett fallande
trad. Dessutom hade vi bara fatt fem madrasser sa 6vriga fick nyttja sina liggunderlag eller ligga
pa bara marken i tilt.

Efter att vi installerat oss och sedan nagra sett en Shining-blue Kingfisher vid den lilla bicken
nédra campen var det dags for en ca 40 minuter lang vandring till Picathartes Rock. De som gick i
titen hade turen att bara nagra hundra meter fran ligret stota pa tre Black Guineafowls som
snabbt smog Over stigen. Vid Picathartes Knoll satte vi oss i en grotta framfor nagra gamla bon
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av Grey-necked Rockfowl, men tyvirr dok inga faglar upp, trots att vi stannade tills det blivit
morkt. Ett antal Forest Swallows dvernattade ddaremot i bona. Vi gick tillbaka i pannlampssken
genom den kolsvarta skogen och horde da néra lagret en spelande Vermiculated Fishing-Owl.
Senare pa kvillen horde nagra dven en Sjostedt’s Owlet.

To 29/1 Korup National Park

Hela denna dag tillbringade vi i Korup. Huvudnumret var en vandring till Rengo Rock som gav
bl.a. Cassin’s Hawk-Eagle, Sabine s Spinetail, Black Bee-eater, Buff-spotted Woodpecker,
Velvet-mantled Drongo, Chestnut Wattle-Eye samt en Rufous-sided Broadbill. Den sistnamnde
hade ett synnerligen hiftigt spel — gjorde snabba utflykter fran en gren under utstdtande av ett
torrt surrande léte. Flera Blue-headed Wood-Doves och White-spotted Flufftails hordes. Vid
lagret sag nu alla Shining-blue Kingfisher samt tre 6verflygande Red-billed Dwarf Hornbills.

Efter vandringen blev vi tipsade om ett djupare parti i den annars grunda bicken och en av
dagens bésta stunder var ett bad 1 denna. Man kunde faktiskt ta flera simtag hér. Sedan fick vi
veta att grona mambor ofta brukade ligga och virma sig pa den lilla sandbanken varifran vi steg
med 1 vattnet...

Pa kvillen gjorde vi ett nytt forsok vid Picathartes Knoll, tyvirr lika framgangslost som det
forra. Pa ditvidgen hittade vi dock en grupp om 5-6 Red Colubus Monkeys som ocksa inneholl en
Red-eared Monkey.

Knappt hade vi krupit till kojs pa kvillen forrén ett langvarigt tropiskt stortregn utbrot, vilket
bl.a. fick till foljd att de tva télten snabbt vattenfylldes och deras invanare fick soka sin tillflykt
till hyddornas golv.

Fr 30/1 Korup NP: Rengo Rock Camp - Mundemba

De riktiga entusiasterna drog ividg i morkret en sista gang till Picathartes Knoll och nu fick nagra
av dem atminstone hora en fagel. Bésta art under denna utflykt blev annars en Long-tailed Hawk
over skogen. Vi som stannade kvar i lagret sag bl.a. en Black-and-white-casqued Hornbill.

Légret brots nu och infor atervdgen till hingbron hade vi att vilja pa att ga den ndrmaste
végen, ca atta km, eller att med var guide ga en alternativ, ca. tre kilometer léngre, stracka. Fyra
personer valde det forsta alternativet, de ovriga sex det andra.

Lings den lidngre strackan noterades bl.a. en Sjostedt’s Owlet, sju African Pied, fem Yellow-
casqued, tva Black-casqued och atta Piping Hornbills, nagra horda Pale-breasted, Brown och
Black-capped Illadopsis, en White-throated Greenbul, tva Red-tailed Bristle-Bills, en Lesser
Bristle-Bill, flera horda Brown-chested Alethes samt — som dagens clou — ett par bobyggande
Rachel’s Malimbes.

Under vigen genom skogen passerade vi bl.a. ett chimpanslédger, dock tyvérr utan chimpanser.
Dagens dramatik intrdffade nér var guide ndstan trampade pa en lang gron orm som ringlade
undan i de torra I6ven. Den lade sig sedan bakom en liggande tradstam och spanade mot oss.
Guiden dopte den omgéende till Green Mamba, men nir vi kom tillbaka till Mundemba och
Eric plockat fram sin bok om reptilerna i Kamerun reducerades den tyvirr till en helt harmlos
Thirteen-scaled Green Snake.

L6 31/1 Mundemba — Kumba — Nyasoso (Mt Kupé)
Efter en ny Overnattning 1 Mundemba begav vi oss tillbaka ldngs den skumpiga vigen, forst till
Pemba dir vi aterigen at lunch, och sedan vidare till Nyasoso.

Vi gjorde nu atskilliga stopp, manga mycket givande, lings vigen. Speciellt pa forsta strackan
fanns det en hel den kvarldmnad regnskog som fran viagen var mycket mer littskadad dn
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skogarna 1 Korup. Det blev en hel rad nya arter — en Red-chested Goshawk, sju Red-fronted
Parrots, 4-5 Mottled Swifts, en White-thighed Hornbill, tva Speckled Tinkerbirds, ett 20-tal
Preuss’s Cliff Swallows, tre Long-legged Pipits, ett tiotal Spotted Greenbuls, en Wood Warbler,
tre Cassin’s Grey Flycatchers, en Chestnut-winged Starling, tva Green-throated och nagra
Splendid Sunbirds, en praktfull hanne av Yellow-mantled Weaver, flera Red-headed, en Red-
bellied samt en Blue-billed Malimbe, en White-breasted och en Chestnut-breasted Nigrita samt
flera Black-and White Mannikins. Nagra favoriter i repris var African Fish-Eagle, Great
Sparrowhawk, Great Blue Turaco (som vi nu fick se fint!), Broad-billed Roller, White-throated
Bee-eater (flock om ca. 80 ex!), Red-headed Weaver och Red-headed Quelea.

En rolig sak, som bara intrdffade i den engelska delen av Kamerun, var att i varje by som vi
passerade sa rusade alla sma barn ut, vinkade och ropade glatt “White man, white man”. De hade
inte sett sa manga vita — sa besokts t.ex. Korup bara av ca 400 turister per ar! Markligt 4r i alla
fall hur liten fientligheten dr i Kamerun och andra afrikanska linder mot oss vita, trots att dessa
lander varit koloniserade i hundratals ar och att manga méinniskor skeppats som slavar over
Atlanten. Notera den slaende skillnaden med instéllningen hos manga araber (och de flesta
arabldnderna har ju bara varit koloniserade mellan vérldskrigen)... Vad detta beror pa kan man
ju ha sina teorier om...

I en by, dir vi gjorde en paus, kom det forbi en forsiljare med en lada som visade sig
innehalla frusen saft pa pinnar. Staffan borjade forhandla med honom och kopte sedan hela lagret
for utdelning till byns glada barn som nu kom rusande fran alla hall. Dagen var riddad for bade
forsaljaren och barnen! Och Staffans gloria sken bara allt starkare....

I Nyasoso tog vi in pa Women’s Centre, men nagra fick bo i ett annat hus i nirheten.
Inkvarteringen var enkel, men de trevliga och snygga flickorna (en var dotter till hovdingen och
holl pa att utbilda sig till sjukskoterska) lagade hyfsad mat.

S6 1/2 Mt Kupé NP: Max’s Trail

Denna dag tillbringade vi i stort sett hela tiden lings Max s Trail som vi gick dnda upp till Max s
camp pa ca 1500 meters hojd. Byn/startpunkten lag pa ca 800 meters hojd och den andra halvan
av stigen, inne i den ursprungliga regnskogen, var bade brant och slipprig vilket gjorde inte minst
nedstigningen nagot vadlig. Alla klarade sig dock utan skador.

Fagellivet var onekligen rikast i den kulturpaverkade delen och hir hittade vi reskryssen Scaly
Spurfowl, Jacobin Cuckoo, Red-chested Cuckoo (hord), Gabon Woodpecker, Grey-headed
Broadbill (hord), Little Grey Greenbul, Black-throated och Black-capped Apalis, Violet-backed
Hyliota, Yellow-footed Flycatcher, West African Batis, Mackinnon’s Shrike, Red-eyed Puffback,
Purple-headed Glossy Starling, Superb och Johanna's Sunbird samt Shelley’s Oliveback,

Uppe i regnskogen tillkom Green-breasted Bush-Shrike samt en repris pa Black Bee-eater.
Kring Max s camp — nagra kvadratmeter stor — var det forst ganska lugnt, men sa smaningom
sag vi hir bl.a. Western Mountain Greenbul, Banded Prinia, Green Crombec, Mountain Sooty
Boubou samt Forest och Black-billed Weaver, alla nya for resan.

I byn hittade vi pa atervidgen tva Bannerman’s Weavers bland alla Village Weavers.

Ganska anmérkningsvirt — de skall ju inte finnas hér!

Vi hade sikert kunnat fa se mer under dagen om den medfoljande guiden kunnat nagot om

fagel.

Ma 2/2 Nyasoso — Bakossi Mountains - Nyasoso

Den branta och jobbiga uppstigningen till Max s Camp hade inte gjort oss sirskilt hagade att ga
den dnnu brantare stigen pa Bush Shrike Trail. Det fanns emellertid ett mycket enklare sitt att
hitta Mount Kupé Bush Shrike och det var att fara ca. en och en halv timme norrut upp till den
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hogt beldgna byn Kodmin i Bakossi Mountains. Fran byn var det bara tjugo minuters ganska latt
vandring till faglarna. For att ta oss till byn hade vi hyrt in en extra fyrhjulsdriven bil att nyttja
istéllet for var minibuss.

Vi anlidnde i gryningen till byn och gick omgaende in i byhovdingens hus. Hir biankade vi oss
langs viggarna i dunklet, medan hovdingen, en liten mager man i lang vit rock och bla mossa,
med méssande stimma ridknade upp alla avgifter vi skulle betala for att komma upp till den
hédgrande fageln. Totalt blev det en ritt ansenlig summa, men vi fann det vért och betalade.
Utkomna ur huset hoggs vi dock omgaende av nagra yngre méan som visade upp ett papper pa
vilket det stod att hovdingen var avsatt av regeringen och att det var dem vi skulle forhandla med
och betala istéllet. Eric lyckades fa tillbaka pengarna fran hovdingen och vi fick nu binka oss en
ny dunkel lokal, fick nya villkor och bjods avslutningsvis pa 6l, vilket dock dven resans virsta
Oltunnor avbojde sa hir tidigt pa morgonen... Utkomna i ljuset mottes vi av en mirklig syn. Den
avsatte hovdingen hade tydligen mobiliserat sina anhéngare, ett dussintal 1 huvudsak &ldre
personer, som med knolpakar och stenar i hinderna spérrade var viag och vralade "Don’t go into
the bush” och ”’You will die in the bush” och liknande. Vara nyvunna guider manade dock pa oss
och uppmanade oss att inte bry sig om “’the hooligans”. Detta var dock littare sagt 4n gjort — vi
fick var och en pa oss nagon vilt skrikande figur och till slut utbrét allmént tumult inklusive
slagsmal mellan de tva fraktionerna. Eftersom hovdingens ging, varav nagra sag ritt
alkoholiserade ut, inte verkade var kommunicerbara fann vi till sist for gott att begéra pengarna
tillbaka dnnu en gang och lamna byn. Likheten med koltrasterna vid dppelmatningen hemma i
tradgarden var pafallande — det var viktigare att jaga ivdg andra hannar 4n att dta dpplena sjilv...

Det hir var ju litet snopet, men vi gjorde det bista mgjliga av situationen — stannade bilarna
ett stycke utanfor byn och borjade vandra nedfor viagen. Vi var nu pa ritt hog héjd och manga
nya arter dok upp under var ca. fyra timmar langa vandring. Sadana var Ayre s Hawk-Eagle,
Cameroon Olive Pigeon, Levaillant’s Cuckoo, Black Cuckoo, Streaky-Throated Barbet (hord),
Yellow-billed Barbet, Thick-billed Honeyguide, Green-backed Woodpecker, Mountain Saw-
wing, Black-winged Oriole, Tit-Hylia, Swamp Palm Bulbul, Black-capped Woodland-Warbler,
Lemon-bellied Crombec , Grey-throated Tit-Flycatcher, Bate’s Paradise Flycatcher, Pink-footed
Puffback, Grey-green Bush-Shrike, Fiery-breasted Bush-Shrike (hord), Waller’s Starling, Green-
heeded, Green och Tiny Sunbird samt Brown-capped Weaver. Trevliga aterseenden var bl.a.
Red-necked Buzzard, Yellowbill och Red-shouldered Cuckoo-Shrike.

Ti 3/2 Mt Kupé NP: Nature Trail and Max’s Trail

Pa formiddagen gick vi Nature Trail, denna gang med en faktiskt riktigt hyfsad guide, och som
alltid i detta omrade fanns det en hel nytt att se eller hora — Tambourine Dove (hord och hade vi
sakert ocksa hort forut utan att reflektera), Green Turaco, Square-tailed Saw-wing, Square-tailed
Drongo, Cameroon Mountain och Simple Greenbul, African Sedge Warbler, Greater Swamp
Warbler, Olive-green Camaroptera (hord), Black-faced Rufous Warbler (hord),

Dusky Blue Flycatcher, Vanga Flycatcher, Liihder’s Bush-Shrike och Grosbeak Weaver.

Nagra av oss gjorde en eftermiddagstur upp till regnskogsgriansen pa Max’s Trail och
noterade da bl.a. Olive Long-tailed Cuckoo (hord), Grey Longbill, Fiery-breasted Bush-Shrike
samt Little Green Sunbird. Nagra mystiska faglar vallade stort huvudbry — sag ut som White-
throated Mountain-Babblers, men med det vita begrénsat till enbart strupen. En gata.

De som stannade kvar kring byn pa eftermiddagen sag en Tawny Eagle — mycket ovanlig sa
hir utanfér savannen.
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On 4/2 Nyasoso - Limbe

Tidigt pa morgonen ldmnade vi Nyasoso och korde sdderut. Nagra stopp ett stycke nedanfor byn
gav bl.a. de for resan nya African Hobby, Petit’s Cuckoo- Shrike och Cameroon Olive Greenbul
samt bl.a.ocksa Sooty Flycatcher, Grey-green och Liihder’s Bush-shrike. Langre ned skulle vi ga
in i en till synes fin skog, men i samband med att minibussen skulle vinda korde den av ett
vattenledningsror med en jéttefontédn som f6ljd. Det var bara att sticka fran platsen — det hade
annars sikert blivit eviga polisforhor i detta korrumperade land. Detta fick vi klara indicier pa
nér vi senare under dagen gang pa gang stoppades i vagsparrar och fick genomlida langa
procedurer nir poliserna, med utstuderad langsambhet, skulle ldsa igenom precis alla forarens och
bilens papper. Vid ett tillfille hittade en hjalmklidd (i 40 graders fuktig hetta!) polisdrummel
ingen brandslidckare i minibussen och vi kom inte ivdg forrdn var chauffor hade betalat en
ordentlig summa 1 boter, pengar som polisen sdkert stoppade i1 egen ficka. Detta med polisspérrar
forekom framforallt i den franska delen i sédra Kamerun.

Innan vi drabbades av polissparrarna hade vi dtit en god kycklinglunch pa en liten restaurang i
vars tridgard det bl.a. fanns Snowy-crowned Robin-Chat.

P.g.a. framst polisspérrarna kom vi ganska sent fram till Limbe. Dir vi tog in pa ett hotell med
det vilklingande namnet Atlantic Beach Hotel. Det hade ett jdttefint ldge vid stranden, men var,
liksom nistan alla hotell vi bott pa, nedslitet och i betydande behov av renovering. I havet
utanfor hotellet 1ag tva méarkliga simfaglar, som vi forst efter en stund kunde bestimma till
African Pygmy Geese. Mirklig biotop for dessa faglar som ju annars alltid finns i eutrofa sjoar.

Innan dagen var slut hann vi med ett timslangt besok i Limbe Botanical Garden. Hir fick vi
bl.a. se de for resan nya Western Bluebill, Pale-fronted Nigrita och Spotted Flycatcher samt
dessutom Reichenbach’s Sunbird och Spectacled Weaver. 1 nirheten syntes dven Western Reef
Heron, Hooded Vulture och African Fish-Eagle.

Pa hemvigen mot hotellet fick vi se en skylt med “Birdwatchers Club” och den kunde vi
givetvis inte motsta. Det visade sig var en fin liten restaurang med bar alldeles ovanfor stranden.
Agaren var hollindare och figelintresserad. Hir tog vi varsin Gin and Tonic samt beundrade
havet, solnedgangen och den mycket sota servitrisen...

To 5/2 Limbe — Mt Cameroun: Guiness Trail - Douala

Hela dagen dgnade sju av oss att bestiga Mt Cameroun, fran ca 1300 meters niva till tridgransen
pa ca 2100 meter. De 6vriga tre befann sig pa sjuklistan och skadade istillet kring Limbe. Jag
hade hort innan att Mt Cameroun skulle vara vildigt sonderhugget, men vandringen upp blev en
glad 6verraskning med gott om ny, fin fagel, bade under den f6rsta delen av vandringen i den lite
kulturpaverkade skogen och i regnskogen ldngre upp. Skogen var inte lika tit som i Korup och
pa Mount Kupé och stigen var bred. Pa denna motte vi ett antal flasande atleter som tridnade infor
det vansinniga maratonloppet fran en niva pa ca 1000 meter upp till toppen av Mt Cameroun
(6ver 4000 meter) och tillbaka. Hojdskillnaden var illa nog, men vi forundrades ocksa 6ver hur
det 6verhuvudtaget var mojligt att springa, sirskilt nedat, pa den mycket steniga stigen.
Sjukhusen maste ha haft julafton i samband med loppet...

Pa vigen upp plockade vi in den ena efter den andra nya arten, vilka alla hade den trevliga
egenheten att visa sig fint for oss samtliga. Vi borjade med Chubb s Cisticola, sedan kom Blue-
headed Sunbird och den vackra Oriole Finch foljda av Cameroon Mountain Robin-Chat, Green
Longtail, White-bellied Crested Flycatcher, Abyssinian Hill Babbler, Slender-billed Weaver,
Yellow-breasted Boubou, Yellow Bishop, Grey Apalis och African Stonechat. Pa vigen mot
tradgrinsen sag vi bl.a. ocksa resans andra Cassin’s Hawk-Eagle, Western Mountain Greenbul
(mycket allmin), Mountain Sooty Boubou, Black-billed Weaver, Shelley’s Oliveback och
Western Bluebill.
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Nagot hundratal meter ovan tradgrinsen biankade vi oss for lunch bland de hoga tuvorna av
nagot som mest liknade Tussock-griset pa subantarktiska 6ar. Vara birare hade tagit med sig den
i sdrklass bésta filtlunch som vi dittills fatt och vi It oss vil smaka. Direfter var det dags att ga
tillbaka till tradgrinsen for att leta efter dagens frimsta malart, Mount Cameroon Speirops. Och
det hade inte gott manga minuter forrdn Eric, som sa ofta tidigare, upptickte nagra ex. av fageln
ifraga. En fulltrdff igen! Det rorde sig om kanske 5-6 faglar som at frukter i nagra halvstora triad
precis nedanfor tridgriansen. Vi konstaterade att ingen av bockerna hade sérskilt bra bilder — att
med hjilp av dem bestimma arten skulle kridva anmérkningsvért goda detektiva egenskaper... Sa
var t.ex. inte alls den ganska robusta kroppsformen fangad pa bilderna.

Sedan vi kommit ned till vagslutet dir vi skulle mota resten av gruppen som tillbringat dagen
kring Limbé uppticktes bl.a. att det bland alla Palm Swifts ocksa snurrade runt minst 3-4 ex. av
de mindre och morkare Bates s Swifts, annu ett reskryss.

Efter aterfird, pa slutet genom en synnerligen kaotisk stadstrafik, tog vi for sista natten i
Kamerun ater in pa Hotel Vallé des Princes i Doula.

Fr 6/2 Douala — Riviére Sanaga — Douala — Addis Ababa

Sista morgonen och formiddagen i Kamerun dgnades at en utflykt soderut till Riviere Sanaga.
Pa ditvdagen stannade vi vid en liten skogomkransad damm néra viagen dir det skulle finnas
Hartlaub s Ducks. Mycket riktigt — omgaende uppticktes flera ex simmande i dammen och sa
smaningom kom allt fler inflygande sa att slutsumman lag pa 25 faglar nir vi lamnade platsen
efter en halvtimme. Innan dess hade S6ren dock upptickt en annan, atminstone for mig sjilv,
mycket tung art — tre Lesser Moorhens, en intraafrikansk flyttare som alltid verkar befinna sig
nagon annanstans 4n dir man #r... I dammen fanns ocksa tva Darters, en Purple Heron och en
Black-crowned Night-Heron.

Vid Riviere Sanaga foljde vi den norra stranden mot vister och gick ned till floden pa nagra
lampliga stéllen. Snabbt uppticktes turens tva malarter hir — African Skimmer och Grey
Pratincole. Och det var inga sma antal av dem — ca. 420 Skimmers och minst ett 50-tal
Pratincoles. Ytterligare resnya arter var White-fronted Plover, Little Stint, Great Reed Warbler
och Slender-billed Weaver och 6vrigt sags bl.a. Little Ringed Plover och Red-fronted Parrot.

Pa tillbakaviagen mot Douala och flyget till Addis Adeba stannade vi vid en stor bro fran
vilken det fanns mojligheter att fa se Peter’s Finfoot, en art som var starkt efterlyst av dem som
tidigare missat den. Tyvérr blev letandet utan framgang och som gradde pa moset blev vi pa
andra sidan bron stoppade av ett gidng som pastod att vi fotograferat ’generalens villa” invid
broféstet. Den som anférde gruppen var civilklddd, men hade ett automatgevir, med vilken han
hotfullt gjorde mantelrorelse niar han kom fram. Sa smaningom limnade han 6ver geviret till en
kollega och gick bort for att atervinda i uniform, tydligen for att ytterligare stirka sin auktoritet.
Langa diskussioner vidtog som inte avslutades forrin 40 Euro diskret fick byta dgare...

Och sa hann vi i alla fall till planet mot Addis dit vi ankom pa kvillen och tog in pa det fina
Hotel Lalibela nira Bole Airport. En tredjedel av gruppen korde dock fel och var borta en langs
stund innan den kom till rdtta. Saken blev inte bittre av att felkdrningen skedde 1 en gammal
sovjetisk Lada dir avgasroret verkade mynna i kupén och didr motorstyrkan var helt obefintlig.

Lo 7/2 Addis — Debre Zeyt — Lake Koka — Lake Ziwai — Bishangari Lodge

Nar den inhyrda minibussen med forare anlédnde pa morgonen visade den sig for liten for att
kunna svilja oss och allt vart voluminosa bagage. Efter en del diskussioner 16stes fragan sa att en
extra bil fick dka ned separat med huvudbagaget till vart dvernattningsstille, Bisharangi Lodge,
ca 20 mil soderut i Rift Valley pa sydsidan av Lake Langano.
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Medan vi vintade pa att bilfragan skulle 16sa sig tittade vi pa en del faglar som fanns i
hotellets nérhet. Pa ett litet nafs hade vi da pl6tsligt fyra resnya arter — Speckled Pigeon, White-
collared Pigeon, Dusky Turtle-Dove och Tacazze Sunbird. Och det skulle bli manga fler denna
dag och nista...

Sedan allt blivit klart med transporterna korde vi sdderut med ett forsta stopp vid den grunda
sjon Debre Zeyt. Hir stannade vi pa tva olika stéllen och njot av det rika fagellivet av en sort
som vi nu var helt sviltfodda pa efter tre veckor i det sjo- och vattenfagelfattiga Kamerun. Vi
riknade in bl.a. mingder av Little Grebes, en Crested Grebe, flera African Spoonbills, manga
Glossy Ibises, massor av Marabou Storks, flera Yellow-billed Storks, ca 200 White-faced
Whistling-Ducks, ca. tio White-backed Ducks, atskilliga Egyptian och Spur-winged Geese, tva
Knob-billed Geese, tva Yellow-billed Ducks, gott om Northern Shovelers, ca. tio Pintails, ca. 20
Garganeys, tva Common Teals, fler an 50 Hottentot Teals, ca 50 Red-billed Teals, ett par
Southern Pochards, ca. tio Tufted Ducks, ca. tio Ferruginous Ducks, over 30 Red-knobbed
Coots, tva Black Crowned Cranes och atskilliga African Jacanas. En Augur Buzzard flog forbi
och en stor flock African Citrils holl till 1 ett strandnéra tréad.

Vid en bro 6ver en flod nidra Lake Koka syntes bade White och Pink-backed Pelican,
atskilliga African Fish-Eagles, en Goliath Heron, flera Ethiopian, Wire-tailed och Lesser Striped
Swallows, 2-3 Grassveld Pipits, tva Fan-tailed Ravens samt en sjungande Chiff-chaff.

I tradgarden till vart lunchstille i den lilla staden Ziwai tittade vi pa ett par Black-headed Batis
med bo, flera Beautiful Sunbirds, 2-3 Abyssinian White-eyes, en Dusky Flycatcher, 1-2 Riippell’s
Weavers, flera Southern Masked Weavers och en Village Indigobird..

Nira staden for vi ut till en stor bred gruspir som stack ut i Lake Ziwai. Hér radde ett
myllrande fagelliv. Vid pirens bas matades en stor méngd synnerligen orddda Marabou Storks
med fiskar och fiskrens och ldngs piren blev artlistan lang med bl.a. manga Great och Long-
tailed Cormorants, 6ver tio Darters, en Black Heron, manga Hamerkops, atskilliga Squacco
Herons, ca.15 African Pygmy Geese, ett flertal African-Fish-Eagles, en hona av European Marsh
Harrier, tre Black Crakes, manga Black-necked Stilts, tva Senegal Thick-knees, ca. fem African
Snipes, flera Black-tailed Godwits, Wood Sandpipers, Marsh Sandpipers, Common Sandpipers,
Ruffs, Little och Temminck’s Stints, Greater Ringed Plovers, Spur-wing Plovers, Grey-headed
Gulls och White-winged Terns, tre Gull-billed Terns, 2-3 Brown-necked Ravens, tva White
Wagtails, gott om Yellow Wagtails och fyra Red-throated Pipits.

Aven lings vigen i 6vrigt syntes mycket figel — bl.a. sex White Storks, ca. 20 Hooded
Vultures, tva Gabar Goshawks, en Pale Chanting Goshawk, tre Tawny Eagles, en Long-crested
Eagle, en Lemon Dove, nagra Crested Francolins, tva Black-winged Lovebirds, fyra White-
bellied Go-away Birds, tre Hoopoes, tva Black-billed Wood-Hoopoes, 3-4 Abyssinian och 2-3
Lilac-breasted Rollers, 5-10 Carmine och nagra Blue-breasted Bee-eaters, ca. tio Abyssinian
Ground Hornbills, en Red-billed och 5-6 Von der Deckens Hornbills, atskilliga Grey-backed
och nagra Common Fiscals, tre White-crowned Shrikes, manga Greater Blue-eared, flera
Riippell’s Long-tailed och 5-6 Superb Starlings, atskilliga White-headed Buffalo-Weavers och
White-browed Sparrow-Weavers och en Red-headed Weaver.

Strax innan vi nadde Bisharangi Lodge upptickte Uffe en Narina Trogon, lagt i ett snar och
mycket nidra vigen. Vid lodgen tutade Tropical Boubous och hiér syntes dven en Western Banded
Snake-Eagle samt ute i sjon manga Great Cormorants, White Pelicans samt en stor flock med
White-winged och Whiskered Terns. Fyra Warthogs och ett 15-tal Olive Baboons sags ocksa nira
lodgen.

Pa kvillen hordes en Verreaux’s Eagle Owl samt tre Slender-tailed Nightjars.
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S6-Ma 8-9/2 Bishangari Lodge — Addis - hemresa

Tyvirr hade lodgens fagelguide blivit sjuk och skickat en totalt okunnig ersittare, men vi klarade
oss, som vanligt, ritt bra anda. Vi gjorde en ganska lang vandring i omvixlande terrdng — 6ppen
angsmark, galleriskog, sumpiga och klippiga strinder och sag ocksa vildigt mycket fagel. 1
skogen, dér vi borjade vandringen, hittade vi arter som Narina Trogon, Silvery-cheeked Hornbill,
Double-toothed Barbet, Scaly-throated Honeybird, Nubian Woodpecker, White-rumped Babbler,
Red-faced Crombec, Northern Black och African Paradise Flycatcher samt Abyssinian Black-
headed Oriole. Vid en liten bick fanns bade Grey och Mountain Wagtail.

En sumpig strandidng gav White Pelicans samt atskilliga arter hédgrar, dnder och vadare, bl.a.
en Greater Painted Snipe och 5-6 Kittlitz’s Plovers. Fyra ibisar som lyfte under hogljudda skrin
bestdmdes slentrianmissigt till Hadeda Ibises, men efterat i planet hem, nir jag holl pa med
artlistan, kom jag pa att de ju hade vita skulderfldckar och saledes maste ha varit Wattled Ibises !
Jag tog upp saken med Seppo som satt bredvid och han plockade fram sin kamera och — joda,
visst var det Wattled Ibises!

Mellan den sumpiga stranddngen och lodgen fanns ett stendkenartat parti och hir fanns sex
Senegal Thick-knees samt bade Pied och Isabelline Wheatears. 1 vattnet utanfor 1ag manga Great
Cormorants och White Pelicans samt en ensam Lesser Black-backed Gull.

Innan vi for tillbaka mot Addis sag vi bl.a. Yellow-fronted Parrot, Banded Barbet, Riippell’s
Robin-Chat, Common Redstart hanne samt Blackcap Warbler néra lodgen.

Liangs vigen sags bl.a. tva Abdim s Storks, 2-3 White-backed Vultures, tva Black-shouldered
Kites, en Pallid och ca tio. obestimda Harriers, 3-4 Pale Chanting Goshawks, en flock om 43
Common Cranes, tva Abyssinian Ground Hornbills, tre Cape Rooks och tio Red-billed
Oxpeckers.

Totalt noterade vi i Kamerun 531 arter faglar och i Kamerun + Etiopien 624 arter. Av ddggdjur
noterades 34 arter i Kamerun + en i ytterligare i Etiopien. Det var ocksa en mycket nojd grupp
som anlénde till Arlanda den 9 februari.

Ett sdrskilt tack till Eric Renman som pa ett utomordentligt kunnigt och samtidigt 6dmjukt sitt
arrangerade och ledde resan.
