Sa smaningom stannade vi
bakom ett litet boningshus dar man matade
bl.a den skygga endemen Sri Lanka Spurfowl.
Efter en ganska lang vantan kom ett par, hanne
och hona, smygande fram ur bushen och bjod
sedan pa brillianta observationer. Vid ett annat
stopp, bakom ett mindre hotell, lyckades vi
ocksa fa se en annan svar art — en Slaty-legged
Crake som holl till i en liten vatmark.

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Hela denna dag var vi ute i sydvasta delen av
den stora och viltrika Yala National Park. Vid
infarten till parken bytte vi till O6ppna
safaribilar. Det stod en mangd sadana i ko
innan parken Oppnade och det blev totalt
trafikaos nar man i den forsta (?) bilen
upptackte en leopard i ett stort trad i tat skog
nara vagen. Nar det efter en god stund blev var
tur att defilera forbi djuret konstaterade vi att
det mest var dess langa svans som man kunde
se hanga ner under en gren. Vi skulle dock fa se
ytterligare en leopard denna dag, strax innan vi
ldmnade parken och da dessutom helt 6ppet
pa en klippa om an pa litet avstand. Andra
daggdjur vi sag under denna dag var fem Ruddy
Mongooses, ca 30 Tufted Grey Langurs, minst
tio Wild Boars, 15 Sambar Deer, 50 Spotted
Deer, fem Wild Buffalos (bland en mangd av
domesticerade slaktingar), 12 Asian Elephants
samt en Sloth Bear — Djungelbokens Baloo —
som dock bara snabbt korsade vagen bakom
var forsta bil och sedan aterigen skymtades en
stund senare.

Malarten
var Jerdon’s Nightjar, av vilken vi fick se en
fagel och hora vytterligare fyra. Darefter till-
bringade vi storre delen av dagen i och kring
Bundala National Park vid kusten. Innan vi
korde in | parken skadade vi i ett mycket fint
vatmarksomrade strax utanfor. Har fanns bl.a.
minst fem Watercocks, en Richard’s Pipit samt
en Siberian Stonechat, den sistnamnda en stor
raritet pa Sri Lanka. Inne i parken samt i ett
narbeldget salinomrade dominerades de nya
arterna av vadare.

Pa en strand vid kusten fanns ett tiotal Little
Pratincoles samt tre Greater Sand Plovers och i
salinomradet noterades fem Grey Plovers, tva
Eurasian Curlews, tva Broad-billed Sandpipers,
over hundra Curlew Sandpipers, fem
Temminck’s Stints, tva Red-necked Phalaropes,
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en Terek Sandpiper, en Brown-headed Gull
(den enda masen under resan!), ca 30 Lesser
och 15 Greater Crested Terns, O6ver 100
Garganeys, 15 Northern Pintails, tre Collared
Sand Martins, en Citrine Wagtail och en Blyth's
Pipit. Pa andra stallen i parken observerades
ocksa en Ashy Woodswallow. Bland déaggdjur
var Indian Gerbil ny.
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Denna dag upptogs i huvudsak av transport till
staden Mirissa langst ned pa sydkusten och av
nya arter sags endast Whimbrel, Pintail Snipe
och Common Hoopoe. | Mirissa skiljdes vi fran
Bjorn och Hans som foredrog tva dagars
ytterligare regnskogsskadning framfor att
spana efter Blue Whales.

13/2

Pa formiddagen gjorde vi var forsta pelagiska
tur med huvudsyftet att fa se Blue Whales for
vilka farvattnen utanfor sddra Sri Lanka ar vida
beromda. Det var inte som i Norge eller pa
Island dar nagon enstaka bat med kanske 30
passagerare gar ut, utan har var det fraga om
en hel armada med ett 20-tal batar och totalt
ett tusental passagerare!

Pa utvagen sag vi en flock om ett femtontal
Spinner Dolphins som ett forspel till vad som
skulle komma. Batarnas besattningar holl utkik
efter valblas och sa fort ett sadant siktats sattes
storsta fart mot detta. Under nagra timmar sag
vi minst fyra Blue Whales, varav flera pa hyfsat
ndra avstand, nagot hundratal meter. Vi
stannade lite langre an de flesta andra batar
och fick darfor obsar dven under ganska lugna
forhallanden. Hur som helst sa verkade valarna



tamligen obekymrade av stahejet omkring
dem.

Fagellivet var en besvikelse; trots ivrigt
spanande sag vi bara de vanliga tdrnorna samt
tre Bridled Terns, alla relativt nara kusten Vid
aterkomsten sag noterades en Indian Brown
Mongoose i hotellets tradgard.

Pa eftermiddagen tittade vi pa ett buddist-
tempel samt gjorde en kortare vandring | ett
glest bebyggt villaomrade med mycket skog. En
hel den fagel sags, dock ingenting nytt.
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Aven denna dag gjorde vi en valtur med
ungefar samma resultat som dagen innan.
Dock kom vi flera ganger betydligt ndrmare
djuren an féregaende dag. Pa eftermiddagen
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besdkte vi forst en naturdoktor som tillverkade
nagot slags motgift mot ormbett. Han hade ett
stort antal ormar som han tog ut och forvisade
pa sin grusplan. Vi fick bl.a. stifta (inte alltfor)
nara bekantskap, med bade Indian Cobra och
Russel’s Viper, den senare enligt vissa uppgifter
den orm som star for flest dodsfall i varlden.

Som avslutning gjorde vi en vandring i ett
fagelrikt, men kulturpaverkat landskap. Inte
heller har fick vi dock se nagot nytt.

15/2

Vi akte nu tillbaka till Colombo med ett besok i
den intressanta Vérldsarvet Galle Fort pa
vagen.

Barn Swallow. Hirundo rustica. Common. Listed ten days.
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Pacific Swallow. Hirundo tahitica. (Also called Hill Swallow Hirundu domicola and considered Near
Endemic). About ten in Horton Plains NP 2/2.

Red-rumped Swallow. Cecropis daurica. (Also called Sri Lanka Swallow Hirundu hyperythra and
considered Endemic). Rather common. Listed seven days.

Richard's Pipit. Anthus richardi. One in Bundala NP 11/2 and one outside this park 12/2.

Paddyfield Pipit. Anthus rufulus. Listed six days.

Forest Wagtail. Dendronanthus indicus. Listed four days in the highlands with a total of four.

Orange-billed Babbler. Turdoides rufescens. Endemic. Listed five days in the highlands with a total of
more than 20.

Yellow-billed Babbler. Turdoides affinis. Common. Listed 11 days.

Ashy-headed Laughingthrush. Garrulax cinereifrons. Endemic. Three seen in Sinharaja RR 5/2 and six
in the same area 7/2.

Great Tit. Parus major. Listed five days in the highlands.

Velvet-fronted Nuthatch. Sitta frontalis. One in Victoria Park, Nuwara Eliya,1/2 and at least two in a
bird party in Bombureila 2/2.
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Purple-rumped Sunbird. Leptocoma zeylonica. Common. Listed ten days

Purple Sunbird. Cinnyris asiaticus. Listed four days in the southeast with a total of more than ten.
Loten's Sunbird. Cinnyris lotenius. Near Endemic. Listed four days with a total of eight.

Thick-billed Flowerpecker. Dicaeum agile. Listed three days in the southeast with a total of seven.
White-throated (Legge’s) Flowerpecker. Dicaeum vincens. Endemic. Listed four days in the highlands
with a total of about 15.

Pale-billed Flowerpecker. Dicaeum erythrorhynchos. Listed five days in the highlands with a total of
more than 10.

Oriental White-eye. Zosterops palpebrosus. Listed five days with a total of more than ten.

Sri Lanka White-eye. Zosterops ceylonensis. Endemic. Listed for days in the highlands with a total of
about 30.

Black-hooded Oriole. Oriolus xanthornus. Common. Listed 11 days.

Brown Shrike. Lanius cristatus. Listed seven days with a total of about 15.

Sri Lanka Crested Drongo. Dicrurus lophorinus. Endemic. Listed six days in the highlands with a total
of about 25.

White-bellied Drongo. Dicrurus caerulescens. Rather common. Listed nine days with a total of about
50.

Ashy Woodswallow. Artamus fuscus. One in Bundala NP 11/2 and one along the road between Tissa
and Mirissa 14/2.

Sri Lanka Blue Magpie. Urocissa ornate. Endemic. Listed five days in the highlands with a total of
about 15.

House Crow. Corvus splendens. Common around Kandy and in the southeast and south. Listed nine
days.

Large-billed Crow. Corvus macrorhynchos. Common. Listed 12 days.

Southern Hill Myna. Gracula indica. Near Endemic. Two near Kandy 31/1 and one pair, male and
female, in Kithagula 4/2.

Sri Lanka Hill Myna. Gracula ptilogenys. Endemic. Only seen in Sinharaja RR 5-8/2 with a total of 18.
Rose-coloured Starling. Pastor roseus. More than 15 in one flock in Udawalawe NP 8/2.

Brahminy Starling. Sturnia pagodarum. Two in Yala NP 10/2.

White-faced Starling. Sturnornis albofrontatus. Endemic. Only seen in Sinharaja RR with three 6/2
and two 7/2.

Common Myna. Acridotheres tristis. Common. Listed 14 days.

House Sparrow. Passer domesticus. Rather common. Listed seven days.

Baya Weaver. Ploceus philippinus. Common in Udawalawe NP 8/2. A colony with about ten nests
outside Tissa 9/2

Streaked Weaver. Ploceus manyar. A colony near Tissa 9/2. Also seen in this area 10/2.

Indian Silverbill. Euodice malabarica. More than 25 in Yala NP 10/2.

Scaly-breasted Munia. Lonchura punctulata. Listed four days.

Black-throated Munia. Lonchura kelaarti. Near Endemic. Listed three days in the highlands with a
total of 12.

White-rumped Munia. Lonchura striata.Listed three days in the highlands with a total of about 15.
Tricoloured Munia. Lonchura malacca. Listed four days with a total of about 20.
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Indian Hare. Lepus nigricollis. Listed two days.

Sri Lankan Giant Squirrel. Ratufa macroura. Listed five days in the highlands.

Indian Palm Squirrel. Funambulus palmarum. Common. Listed 14 days.

Layard’s Palm Squirrel. Funambulus layardi. Listed two days in the highlands.

Dusky Striped Jungle Squirrel. Funambulus obscurus. Listed three days in the highlands.

Indian Gerbil. Tatera indica. One seen in Bundala NP 11/2.

Common Leopard. Panthera pardus. Two (1+1) seen in Yala NP 10/2.

Indian Grey Mongoose. Herpestes edwardsii. Listed two days in the southeast.

Ruddy Mongoose. Herpestes smithii. Five in Yala NP 10/2 and one in Bundala NP 11/2.

Indian Brown Mongoose. Herpestes fuscus. Two in our hotel garden in Mirissa 13-14/2.

Golden Jackal. Canis aureus.Two in Udawalawe NP 9/10 and two in Yala NP 10/2.

Sloth Bear. Melursus ursinus. One in Yala NP 10/2.

Indian Flying Fox. Pteropus giganteus. Common. Listed six days.

Red Slender Loris. Loris tardigradus. One heard in Kelani Valley Forest Reserve 4/2.

Toque Macaque. Macaca sinica. Common. Listed eight days.

Tufted Grey Langur. Semnipithecus priam. Listed three days in the southeast.

Purple-faced Leaf-monkey. Trachypithecus vetulus. Listed six days.

Euarasian Wild Boar. Sus scrofa. Listed three days.

Sri Lankan Yellow-spotted Chevrotain. Moschiola kathygre. One in Sinharaja FR 8/2.

Sambar. Cervus unicolor. About 15 in Horton Plains NP 2/2 and about the same number in Yala NP
10/2.

Spotted Deer. Axis axis. About eight in Udawalawe 8/2, about ten in the same park 9/2 and about 50
in Yala NP 10/2.

Indian Muntjac. Muntiacus muntjak. Three in Udawattekelke %.

Wilf Buffalo. Bubalus arnee.Five in Yala NP 10/2.

Feral Water Buffalo. Bubalus bubalis. Common in Yala and Bundala NP.

Asian Elephant. Elephas maximus. Seven in Udawalawe 8/2, two in the same patrk 9/2 and 12 in Yala
NP 10/2.

Blue Whale. Balaenoptera musculus. Four outside Mirissa 13/2 and three the next day in the same
area.

Spinner Dolphin. Stenella longirostris. 15 outside Mirissa 13/2.

Slutord

Resan ordnades pa ett utmarkt och prisvart satt av Indian Nature som vi aret innan ocksa hade anlitat
for en resa i nordostra och centrala Indien. Inte minst tack vare var utomordentliga guide Dulan
Vidanapathirana blev utbytet 6ver forvantan- vi sag 260 arter faglar och 27 arter daggdjur. Bland
faglarna noterade vi samtliga endemer och alla utom en av de nara endemerna. Att t o m fa se
Serendib Scops Owl och dartill mycket fint hade vi knappast forvantat oss. Bland daggdjuren var det
mest minnesvarda de sju blavalarna, men dven tva leoparder och en ldppbjorn maste ocksa sarskilt
namnas.

Vi var ocksa mycket néjda med inkvarteringarna , maten, vadret samt chaufféren och hans
medhjalpare.
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
