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Reseberattelse

En resa i norra Peru frdn kusten till och med Andernas dstsluttning, kompletterad med en

pelagisk tur och ndgra vatmarkslokaler utanfor Lima, erbjuder en vdildigt stor mdngfald av habitat
och fdaglar, framfdr allt p. g. a. stora skillnader beroende pé vilken héjd det gdller och om det dr
pd vdst- eller Gstsluttningen. Vi sdg totalt 496 arter pd bara |4 dagar och av dessa var det hela
317, alltsd 2/3, som bara sdgs en dag. Varje dag i dessa trakter bjuder sdledes pd ett stort

antal nya arter. Sdrskilt anmdrkningsvdrd dr rikedomen pé kolibrier — vi sdg hela 57 arter

med den mdrkliga och ytterst lokala Marvellous Spatuletail i spetsen!

30/1. Efter ankomst till Lima sen eftermid-
dag den 29/1 och 6vernattning pa Hotel
Mami Panchita i San Miguel for vi tidigt pa
morgonen ned till smabatshamnen i Callao
for vidare befordran ut till havs. Tyvéarr for-
senades turen en timme av en nitisk byra-
krat som ansag att det var for dimmigt for
att vi skulle fa ge oss ut...

Navil, efter telefonsamtal fran Gunnar
till en person med hogre rang kom vi i alla
fall ivag vid 7-tiden. I hamnen fanns manga
Surfbirds och Ruddy Turnstones, likasa
vara forsta Inca Terns, Belcher’s Gulls, Peru-
vian Boobies, Peruvian Pelicans samt manga
tusen overvintrande Franklin's Gulls.

Efter ungefiar 20 minuter rundade vi
nordudden pa San Lorenzi Island dar vi sag
nagra Red-legged Cormorants och Humboldt
Penguins. Har okade ocksa antalet Kelp
Gulls.

Pa viagen ut mot det stélle dar vi skulle
“chumma” (locka in fagel med lamplig foda),
ca 30 nautiska mil ut, noterade vi manga
White-vented och, férvanade nog, dnnu fler
Wedge-rumped Storm-petrels samt tva Whi-
te-Chinned Petrels och lika manga Sooty
Shearwaters Tva Pomarine och en Arctic
Jaeger svepte forbi.

Vid "chumningen”, som pagick i ca tva
timmar, lockade vi in White-vented, Black,
Wedge-rumped, Ringed samt en Wilson's
Storm-Petrel. Tre Waved Albatrosses — ma-
larten nr 1 — gled forbi, till sarskild for-
nojelse for dem som aldrig sett en albatross

tidigare. Har fanns ocksa minst 20 Sabine’s
Gulls samt tva 2k Grey Gulls. Ett ovéantat
stort antal arter av tirnor passerade ocksa
— vanligast var Peruvian Tern, men aven ett
ex av vardera South American, Common och
Arctic Tern bestdmdes.

P4 hemvagen kom — ganska ovédntat — en
Markham’s Storm Petrel pa kontrakurs,
salunda utokande antalet arter stormsvalor
under turen till sex (varav fyra var livsnya
for mig!) — ett imponerande och ovéantat
stort antal. Vi sag ocksa nagra grupper av
Dusky Dolphins.

Vi korde nu nédra Palomino Island med sin
stora koloni av South American Sea Lions.
Har hittade vi ocksa nagra Peruvian Seasi-
de Cinclodes och Humboldt Penguins. Vid
Kawiza Island sag vi fler pingviner samt
nagra Guanay Cormorants och tre Blackish
Oystercatchers.

Nar vi var pa vag tillbaka till hamnen
syntes ett tjugotal Elegant Terns och bland
dessa dven tva Sandwich Terns bland alla
smabatar som lag fortojda pa redden.

Eftersom vi kommit sent ivag hoppade vi
over den planerade lunchen i bathamnen for
att istillet fortdara den mat vi inte &tit upp
under sjoturen vid den forsta lagunen vid
Ventanilla, nagra mil norr om Lima.

Har fanns det ocksa en massa fagel att
titta pa — Cinnamon Teals, White-cheeked
Pintails, Andean Ruddy Ducks, Cattle, Great
White och Snowy Egrets, Black Skimmers,
Grey-headed Gulls, Wilson’s Phalaropes,
Lesser and Greater Yellowlegs, Stilt Sand-
pipers samt Andean Coots. Minst tva Yel-
low-Headed Blackbirds — inplanterade héar
— sags 1 vassen néra tornet.

I andra delar av omradet kunde vi till
listan addera White-tufted Grebe, Com-
mon Gallinule, Puna Ibis, Black-crowned

Pacific Parrolets

Night-heron, Green-backed och Heron, Peru-
vian Thickknee (7), Black-winged Stilt, Semi-
palmated Plover, Kildeer, Whimbrel, Hudso-
nian Godwit (10 +) samt — i ett vassomrade
— Wren-like Rushbird och Many-colored
Rush-tyrant. Andra faglar under dagen var
West Peruvian Dove, Croaking Ground-do-
ve, Blue.and-white Swallow, House Wren,
Long-tailed Mockingbird, House Sparrow,
Rufous-collared Sparrow och Scrub Black-
bird.

Vi at en god fiskmiddag pa flygplatsen
innan vi bordade planet till Chiclayo i norra
Peru dar vi 6vernattade pa ett hyfsat hotell
inne i staden.

31/1.Dagen inleddes med ett flera timmar
langt besok i1 reservatet Bosque Pomac. Har
var framsta malarten Peruvian Plantcutter,
vilken vi dock tyvérr inte fick se. Orsaken
kan ha varit att omradet, efter en stor 6ver-
svamning, starkt omvandlats genom att en
invasiv vaxt nu tdckte buskar och ldagre trad
sa att det sag ut som det 1lag stora nét over
dem.

Det fanns dock mycket annan fagel hér.
Tumbes Hummingbird, Scarlet-backed
Woodpecker, Pearl kite, Collared Antshri-
ke, Streak-headed Woodcreeper, Necklaced
Spinetail, Baird's och Rufous Flycatcher,
Tumbes Tyrant, White-tailed Jay, Fasciated
och Superciliated Wren samt White-edged
Oriole var arter som vi bara kom att fa se
har, men vi hade ocksa trevliga forstaob-
sar av Amazilian Hummingbird, Striped
Cuckoo, Peruvian Pygmy-Owl, Golden-olive
och Lineated Woodpecker, Pacific Parrotlet,,
Common Tody-flycatcher, Tawny-fronted
Pygmy-tyrant, Tumbes Tyrannulet, samt

Yellow-tailed Oriole lite ovantade arter var
en overflygande American Comb Duck samt
fem dito Little Blue Herons.

Vi fortsatte sedan till ett 6ppet omrade
for att fa se Tumbes Swallow. Har noterades
aven Pacific Hornero och Cinereous Finch.

Pa eftermiddagen dkte vi in i en av-
lagsen dal dar vi framst skulle s6ka efter
White-winged Guan.Tva sadana hittade vi
ovantat 14tt efter mindre &r en kilometers
vandring uppfor en flodbadd. I omradet syn-
tes dven ett storre antal Red-masked Para-
keets samt en Plumbeous-backed Thrush.

Pa ditvdagen sag vi bl. a. 17 Peruvian
Thickknees som sokte skugga under nag-
ra stora trad samt fyra Burrowing Owls
och fler 4n 20 Tumbe’s Sparrows. Under
dagen noterades ocksa tre Pearl Kites, en
Black-chested Buzzard-eagle samt en Har-
ris’s Hawk. Annars skulle det visa sig vara
daligt med rovfagel under var resa.

Vi 6vernattade i staden Olmos.

1/2. Denna dag skadade vi i huvudsak i tva
omraden; dels vid Limon de Porculla nara
Porcullapasset, dels i ett flackt omrade
utanfor staden Jaen, dar vi sedan 6vernat-
tade. Arter som vi bara noterade i dessa
omraden var Tatuapa Tinamou (tre horda),
Equadorian Ground-dove, Porculla Hermit,
Chapman’s Antshrike, ett ex vardera av

de verkligt snygga Elegant och Maranéon
Crescentchest pa varsin lokal, Scaled Ant-
pitta, Rufous-necked och Henna-hooded
Foliage-gleaner, Line-cheeked och Chinchipe
Spinetail, Snowy-throated Kingbird, Piura
Chat-Tyrant, Grey-browed, White-winged
och Bay-crowned Brush-finch, Slate-throa-

ted Whitestart, Black-cowled Saltator, Drab
Seedeater och Rufous-chested Tanager.

Vi hade aven forstaobsar av Blue
Ground-dove, Lesser Nighthawk, Sparkling
Violetear, Andean Emerald, Smoky-brown
Woodpecker, American Kestrel, Northern
Slaty Antshrike, Chestnut-crowned Antpitta,
Rufous-fronted Thornbird, Azara’s Spine-
tail, Yellow-bellied Elaenia, Rufous-browed
Peppershrike, Grey-breasted Martin, Ma-
ranén Gnatcatcher, Speckle-breasted Wren,
Chiguanco Thrush, Purple-Throated Eupho-
nia, Hooded Siskin, Three-banded Warbler,
samt Dull-colored och Blue-black Grassquit.

2/2. Vi fardades med nagra skadarstopp
mellan Jaen och den avldgsna byn Leime-
bamba. Arter som vi bara sag denna dag var
Torrent Duck (ett par), Maranon Antshrike,
Maranén Spinetail, Short-tailed Field-ty-
rant, Brown-crested Flycatcher, Oriole Black-
bird (det var nog bara Gunnar som sag den),
och Little Inca-finch. (stakeout langs vagen).

Andra for resan nya arter var Spot-throated
Hummingbird, Mitred Parakeet, Black-and-
white Becard, Green Jay, Maranén Sparrow
samt Hepatic och Blue-gray Tanager.

Vi inkvarterades pa den valdigt trevliga
Mallqui Lodge ett litet stycke fran Leime-
bamba dar en liten trevlig japanska var
forestandare.

3/2. Hela denna dag skadade vi i ndrheten
av Leimebamba. Vi fick hiar en minst sagt
imponerande lista med kolibrier, de flesta
pa en vildigt frekventerad matning vid ett
litet café tvars over vagen fran var lodge.
Av de totalt 15 arter kolibrier som vi note-
rade har sags atta enbart i omradet kring
Leimebamba; Shining Sunbeam, Great
Sapphirewing , Purple-throated Sunangel,
Black-tailed Trainbearer, Coppery Metaltail,
Rainbow Starfrontlet, Sword-billed Hum-
mingbird samt White-bellied Woodstar. De
ovriga var Green Violet-ear, Amethyst-thro-
ated Sunangel, Speckled Hummingbird, Ty-
rian Metaltail, Chestnut-breasted Coronet,
White-bellied Hummingbird, och White-bel-
lied Woodstar.

Ovriga arter under dagen sags i huvud-
sak under en halvlang tur ldngs den sa

smaningom hogt beldgna vigen mot Ma-
ranén River. Nastan alla nya arter kom bara
att noteras hir; Andean Guan, Variable

och Broad-winged Hawk, Northern An-

dean Flicker, Mountain Caracara, Northern
Rufous-capped Antshrike, Undulated och
Rufous Antpitta, Many-striped Canastero,
White-chinned Thistletail, Russet-mantled
Softtail, Baron’s Spinetail, White-banded,
White-throated och Rufous-winged Tyrannu-
let, Tufted Tit-Tyrant, Brown-bellied Swal-
low, Mountain och Grass Wren, Yellow-bre-
asted Brush-finch, Drab Hemispingus,
Blue-backed Conebill, Plain-colored Seedea-
ter, Masked Flowerpiercer och Scarlet-bellied
Mountain-tanager. Nya for resan var dven
Red-crested Cotinga, Sierran Elaenia, Great
Thrush, Blackburnian Warbler, Spectacled
Whitestart samt Moustached Flowerpiercer.

4/2. Denna dag fanns det mojlighet att ska-
da ldngs hela den hogt beldgna och inte sa
lite hisnande vagen mot Maranén Valley och
bortanfor. Det var tyvarr dock bara Gunilla
och jag som nappade pa forslaget och som
alltsa fick privilegiet att ha var fenomenale
guide Alex for oss sjdlva en hel dag.

Joda, viagen gick bitvis langs branta stup
och var inget for den hojdriadde. Men vi
klarade oss utan incidenter och fick som be-
léning en lang rad arter som vi senare inte
atersag pa var resa. Alla de tunga malarter-
na visade upp sig; Peruvian Pigeon, Yel-
low-faced Parrotlet, Chestnut-backed Thorn-
bird, Maranon Thrush samt Gray-winged
och Buff-bridled Inca-finch. Vi hittade ocksa
flera andra arter som vi inte atersag sena-
re; Bare-faced Ground-dove, Purple-colla-
red Woodstar, Yungas Pygmy-owl, Black-

ish Tapaculo, Mouse-colored Tyrannulet,
Brown-backed Chat-tyrant, Streak-throated
Bush-tyrant, Western Wood-pewee, Lesser
Goldfinch, Masked Yellowthroat, Yellow-bel-
lied Seedeater samt Buff-Breasted Moun-
tain-tanager. Vi fick dessutom antligen
se Undulated Antpitta samt aterse Rus-
set-mantled Softtail, nu mycket béattre dn
dagen innan. Andra nya arter for resan var
Andean Tinamou, White-tipped Dove, Roads-
ide Hawk, Black-necked Woodpecker, Cin-
namon Flycatcher, Peruvian Meadowlark,
Black-crested Warbler, Black-capped och
Eye-browed Hemispingus samt White-sided
Flowerpiercer.

Pa kvillen fick hela gruppen vildigt fint
se en spelande Koepke’s Screech-owl samt
pa avstand hora en Rufous-banded Owl.



5/2. Pa morgonen tillbringade vi flera tim-
mar i en vacker dal med branta viaggar, Atu-
en Valley, dar det bl.a. skulle kunna ga att
fa se Andean Condor. Tyvarr visade sig inte
nagon sadan, men didremot den andra ma-
larten Gray-breasted Mountain-Toucan. Det
var dven generellt mycket fagelrikt med en
rad arter som bara sags hér; Golden-headed
Quetzal, Crimson-mantled Woodpecker,
Aplomado Falcon, Slaty-backed Chat-ty-
rant, Brown-capped Vireo, White-collared
Jay, Slaty-backed Nightingale-thrush, Nort-
hern Mountain Cacique samt Red-hooded
och Blue-and-black Tanager. Nya arter for
resan var aven Bronzy Inca, Violet-fronted
Brilliant, White-crowned Tapaculo, Montane
Woodcreeper, Pearled Treerunner, Barred Be-
card, Smoke-colored Pewee, Northern Citrine
Warbler samt Buff-bellied och Beryl-spang-
led Tanager.

Vi lamnade sedan Leimebamba och for
norrut och sedan osterut. Nagra stopp
pa viagen gav dem som inte foljt med till
Maranon Valley trostpriser i form av

Black-necked Woodpecker och Peruvian
Dove. Huvudmalet for dagen var en kolibri-
matning som skulle ha Marvellous Spatule-
tail, varldens kanske mest markliga kolibri.
Har gick det till en borjan mycket trogt.
Bara ett fatal kolibrier, framst nagra Chest-
nut-breasted Coronets, fanns pa plats och
efter nagon timme borjade vi misstrosta och
spekulera i om det var fel arstid eller tid pa
dagen eller om de aggressiva coronetterna
holl juvelerna borta. Sa blixtrade plotsligt
en Spatuletail forbi och en stund senare
dnnu en gang. Nu hade alla utom Lasse fatt
se den, men sa dok den upp en tredje gang
och visade sig fint for alla i olika vinklar.
Resans viktigaste art var sdkrad!

Vi tog in pa Hotel Brisas i den lilla staden
Pomacochas.

6/2. Pa morgonen fanns det tva alternativ
att vilja mellan — att soka fa se Marvellous
Spatuletail pa spelplats eller att ta sig upp
300 meter via en terrdngtrappa av stora
block. Fem av oss valde det sistndmnda
alternativet som var ganska jobbigt, inte
minst vid nedfiarden, eftersom en del av
blocken var ratt slippriga. Huanuca Star-
frontlet, Black-throated Toucanet, Rusty-bre-
asted Antpitta, Streaked Tuftedcheek,
Unstreaked Tit-tyrant, Plain-tailed Wren,
Slaty Finch och Lacrimose Mountain-tana-
ger var arter som vi bara kom att fa se har.
De som inte klédttrade sag inget pa spel-
platsen, men fick en repris vid matningen
med nya fina obsar av en hanne av Marvel-
lous Spatuletail.

Bland blommorna vid en liten lodge i
utkanten av Pomacochas sag vi Green-tailed
Trainbearer, Royal Sunangel, Greenish Puff-
leg, och Collared Inca; kolibriarter som vi
med undantag av den sistndmnda inte fick
se nagon annanstans. Har fanns dven Rusty
Flowerpiercer.

Ett besok nere vid sjon gav Plumbe-
ous Rail, Andean Lapwing samt Andean
Snipe. De som inte tidigare sett Peruvian
Meadowlark kunde kryssa ocksa denna art.

Pa kvillen gick vi uppat langs en stig och
fick se en Cinnamon Screech-Owl mycket
fint i1 ficklampsken.

7/2. En dag med vildigt manga nya resear-
ter trots att vi redan varit i falt i atta dagar.
Det blev 46 nya, varav 18 som bara kom att
noteras denna dag. Dagens huvudnummer
var nagra privata fagelmatningar inom ett
mindre skogsomrade. Vid ett gomsle med fa-
gelmat utlagd pa marken sag vi Grey-necked
Woodrail och Orange-billed Sparrow och
horde Cinereous och Little Tinamou samt
Scaled, Plumbeous och Ruddy Pigeon.

Det stora numret var dock den impo-
nerande kolibrimatningen med hela 16
arter, varav fem; Gray-chinned Hermit,
Blue-fronted Lancebill, Blue-tailed Emerald,
Many-spotted Hummingbird och Amethyst
Woodstar, bara sags har. Ovriga arter var
White-necked Jacobin (talrikast med ca tio
ex), Green Hermit, Green-fronted Lancebill,
Brown Violetear, Rufous-crested Coquette,
Equadorian Piedtail, Gould’s Brilliant,

Violet-headed Hummingbird, Grey-breasted
Sabrewing, Fork-tailed Woodnymph och
Golden-tailed Sapphire. I skogen sags ocksa
resans enda Northern Chestnut-tailed Ant-
bird och Scarlet Tanager.

Vid ett lunchstopp lade vi bl.a. Lulu’s
Tody-flycatcher samt Metallic-green och Fla-
me-faced Tanager till artlistan.

Pa en annan plats ldngs var vag upptéck-
tes fem exemplar av den i dubbel bemér-
kelse tunga samt dessutom mycket snygga
arten White-capped Tanager. Ett av resans
haftigaste fynd!

Ovriga nya researter under dagen var
Uniform Crake (hord), Blue-headed Par-
rot, Gilded Barbet, Dark-breasted Spine-
tail, White-winged Becard, Coraya Wren,
Andean Solitaire, Swainson’s och Flood-
plain Thrush, Russet-backed Oropendula,
Yellow-rumped Cacique, Blue Dacnis och
Blue-necked Tanager.

Pa kvillen gjorde en del av oss ett for-
sok att fa hora eller helst se en annan av
resans fraimsta malarter, den lilla ugglan
Long-whiskered Owlet. Vi gick ett langt
stycke ldngs en stig i skogen, men trots en
fin och stilla kvall horde vi bara cikadornas
kor.

Tyvarr hade vi inte fatt plats pa klassis-
ka Abra Patricia Owlet Lodge sa vi fick bo i
en stad betydligt langre at 6ster med langa
transporter till skadningen pa hogre hojd
som foljd.



8/2. Denna dag besokte vi en kolibrimatning
néra forskningsstationen som vi utgatt fran
kvillen innan nér vi sokte finna Long-whis-
kered Owlet. Nya arter héar var Booted
Raquet-tail, Long-tailed Sylph, Rufous-ven-
ted Whitetip samt Fawn-breasted Brilliant.
Det var bara den forstndmnda av dessa som
vi kom att fa aterse senare. Andra arter
under dagen som vi bara noterade i detta
omrade var Sickle-winged Guan, White-cap-
ped Parrot, White-backed Fireeye (hord),
Rusty-tinged Antpitta, Ochre-fronted Antpit-
ta, Rufous-vented Tapaculo, Rufous-headed
Pygmy-tyrant , Mottle-cheeked Tyrannu-

let, Flavescent Flycatcher, Bar-winged och
Grey-breasted Wood-wren, Yellow-browed
Sparrow, Common Bush-tanager och
Black-faced Tanager.

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9/2. Ater en dag med méngder av nya ar-
ter p. g. a. att vi kom att vistas i flera helt
olika miljoer. 58 nya arter for resan kom att
raknas in, varav 44 bara kom att ses denna
dag!

Vi borjade med att aka tillbaka till Abra
Patriciapasset pa hog hojd. Tyvarr regnade
det ddr mest hela tiden, men vi lyckades
dnda fa in flera nya arter. Den béasta var nog
den markliga kolibrin White-tipped Sickle-
bill. De andra var Red-billed Parrot, Andean
Cock-of-the-rock, Variegated Bristle-tyrant,
Yellow-throated och Ashy-throated Bush-ta-
nager, Canada Warbler samt White-winged,
Orange-eared, Spotted och Golden Tanager.

Eftermiddagen tillbringades i ett 1lag-
landsomrade med skogsdungar och flera
vatmarker. Har bara rasade de nya arterna
in eftersom ostligt lagland var en helt ny
miljo for resan. Och eftersom vi knappast
sett en vatmark efter forsta dagen norr
om Lima sa blev de nya vatmarksarterna
inte sa fa — Rujfous-sided och Gray-breasted
Crake, Spotted och Blackish Rail, Purple
Gallinule, Limpkin, Wattled Jacana, Ringed

Kingfisher och Donacobius. Ovriga reskryss
var Pale-vented Pigeon, Ruddy-Ground-dove,
Lesser Swallow-tailed Swift, Smooth-bil-

led Ani, Ferruginous Pygmy-owl, Greater
Yellow-headed Vulture, Swallow-tailed

och Slender-billed Kite, Humboldt’s och
Chestnut-eared Aracari, Spot-breasted och
Yellow-tufted Woodpecker, Black Caracara,
Southern Mealy Amazon, Cobalt-winged,
Dusky-headed och White-eyed Parakeet,
Great Antshrike, Palmcreeper, Great Kiska-
dee, Sulphury, Boat-billed och Social Flyca-
tcher, Southern Rough-winged Swallow,
Thrush-like Wren, Pale-breasted Thrush,
Orange-bellied Euphonia, Pale-eyed Black-
bird, Buff-throated Saltator, Hualaga, Sil-
ver-beaked, Palm och Paradise Tanager samt
Large-billed Seedfinch.

Pa eftermiddagen checkade vi in pa Wa-
kanqi Lodge, strax utanfor staden Moyo-
bamba med resans trevligaste inkvartering
och basta mat. Pa kvillen gjorde vi en ugg-
letur till ett 14gre bergsmassiv i norr, men
lyckades bara hora Stygian Owl och Tropi-
cal Screech-owl.



10/2. Denna dag gjorde vi tva utflykter fran
Wakangi Lodge, pa formiddagen en langre
vandring i skogen ovanfor lodgen och pa
eftermiddagen skadning vid det bergsmas-
siv dar vi lyssnat pa ugglor kvillen innan.
Aterigen trillade det in en l4ng rad arter —
49, varav 43 bara noterades denna dag.

Morgonvandringen gav de nya Grey-fron-
